"between the stock and the weeds
even a good stand of alfalfa will
most likely be greatly Injured and
damaged, u not ruined. The better
plan 13 to mow both weeds and

. alfalfa as soon as it has a growth of
four or five inchest This- - Will
secure the same advantage as to
stooling, and will at least give the
alfalfa, an equal show with the
weeds.1 It will, In fact, give it the
advantage over the weeds, for the
reason that alfalfa will start out
quicker after' being cut oft than
most any variety of weeds, and will
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thus be able to get the start i of
them, and from the nature of. the
plant throwing down a tap root
and drawing its nourishment from
below where the roots of the weeds
penetrate, will keep the advantage
thus secured. .

Sometimes the hot sua will wilt
and injure the young plants if al-lsw- ed

to fall directly upon the stub
ble after mowing. To prevent this
it is better to allow the weed tops
and clover taus cut efT to reaiain
as they fall ever the blade of the
mower. If 'not too heavy they
should not be raked up at all. The
shade in us made will gradually
grow less as these weeds are dried
in the sun, and as thryoung al--
falfa becomes able te bear it with
out Injury.'
