Joseph Morris Phelps, who was ac

cidentally shot and instantly killed
near cokevuie, Wyoming Territory,
Wednesday. September 26th. 1386. at 4
o'clock p.rii , was tbe eldest son of
Morris and Laura Phelps. Born June
2nd, 1837, In Caldwell County, Missou
ri. wnueaoaoein nis moiuer's arms
bis father was made a prisoner with
Joseph Smith the Prophet and Parley
P. Pratt, with others, .under these
trying circumstances, tbe mother with
her children wers banished from the
State. Mrs. Phelps returned from tbe
State of Illinois to Missouri, leavlDg her
babe Joseph with Edward Stevenson's
mother. She went to her husband in
prison. Where she waa instrumental iu
helping to effect his escape on the 4th
of July, 1830. Brother Phelps' mother
died when be was g years old.
