Onerooni,;i0il7fic.t, contalusflvo cols,
being tbu sleoplug dcpntlineiit of live
frmaios. Altinioatho hallnnya liuvo
done duly aa sleeping roorui; audi be-

ing the ciua can llbo wuuuerel that
the Oetober grand Jury, aftsr examln-In-

tbu loor house, roirled to tbu
district court as foil iwii

'Tberu are thirty-eig- Inmates, a
lsrger number tbau the prwent build-
ings should be required to accommo-
date, crowding tho capacity lo tbo
utmost. Thero weru fuun I In soinu of
tho rooms, 11x17 feet In slie, as many
aaflvo persons urcupylng beds, which
Is crowding them too close. In the
iidgmoutof your commutes, tho pris-
ent accommodations are entirely
Inadcquite, and n farm comprising uot
less than 1IM acres shout to pr.vllol
and buildings conilrueled t eteun, for
thu proper oom'ort of thuouufnrlunato
people. Tho county ol Hilt l,ako has
liinreased materlallv In iioriulatlon
since the erection ot tho present bull

and your cuinmllteo ciunot
resist strongly reaoniiiistidlng that
early action be taken In tho procuring
of ample ground and thu construction
of modern bullllngs, to ba well venti-
lated, with proper provision for wards
for tlio caro uf Ihu sick. Your commit.
rnltteo Is Informed that qulto a uumbt r
nf coltugea aro rented lu tho city, ow-

ing tu tlio limited qunrtcra at tho laim,
for the nee ly, and provisions havu to
Lo purchased for Iheui, all of which

Ill this uouuectlon the February,
16'J.l, grand Jury on thu -- of tliu
proi.nl mouth reported to thu ellttrlul
court as fallows:

As a consequence, from laelvu
to twenty-lou- r ersous acutely sick,
nrenluioat coustiintly malnlaluul at
Ihu various city hospitals atlhu

expense, which lor tho year liOJ,
amouutod lo J'j,30I.J1, and fully s

ul tills amount could havo
been saved had there been proper
nuarteia til the poor huuso for their uc
uoiumodatlou lu addition tu tills,
much aid Is glvenl.i the way of fuel,
supplies and liouso rent loprsonslii
vnrlotis parts uf llio county, iiiiiny of
wluuusliould properly be In tho poor
house, and would bo theru woru It pos-

sible to II n J room for Ihi in. Of this
clasa of pensioners tin ru has been as
many as nluty-tw- at ono time. Many
lersuns may povalbty think ttiattho
ubiiu a ateiuciits aro colored, but to all
such wo say: tin exunliiu the
conditions, hovt It Is proporod by tbo
t'ouuty court lo make no lncreoso In
llieaireagit of llio pnur farm, but to
erect buildings of convenient, aud
euitablo arraugement, and mlublo and
nuiplo for thu aceotiimoJatlon of all
who iuiy pruicrly becomo couuty
cliurgcr, buildings arranged for tliu
lepatutlou uf tlio sexoi lu different
wards, appointed so us to furnish
ncuommudatluus for suili an require
huspttat treatment, and to the fullest
intent, place wulls between tho slcn
and tho well nud provide itiarnto
apartment!! for tlioao uf sound uilodas
cuiitradlstluct from Imbicllu and
I llolio persons, to that It may bccuuie
nu liillrmiry In fact ui well us lu
uamo.

As u matter of course, In an
omorgenoy sucli as this, the county
can borrow money on tbaupeu market,
or Issuo warrants, which tbo county
attorney determines nru Interest I ear-
ing, but we do bcllevo that tho most
satisfactory solution of tlio problem It
In bonding tbo couuty, an I to this end
have submitted tba quiallon for your
consideration. This means that the
payment for thero Improvements shall
bo extended over n erlud of not Itsi
than tenner moru than tweuty years,
su that lliose who come alter us to

aiiJ bo benefited by them shall at
least iharu tu Ihu burden,

In conclusion wo would ad I that
Halt loako county has no bonded

Inuventof an ahirnia-llv-

vote on tho proposition at this
time no further bonding '( tlm county
Is pcrmlssatilo under the law until
lime houdenro fully paid oil. In this
connection wo would i all attention t'i
section or chnptor 31uf tho session
laws of lfct)2, which reads as follows:

"No second of subsequent loan aud
Issuo uf bonds made tu tecum Ilia samu
shall be made or authorised by sold
county court ai ubive provided, so
longna the first lean and bonds, princi-
pal and Interest, made, under thu
provisions of this act, shall rumaln
unpaid,"

Whatever ball bo tbu mult of this
bond election, work must be oonltnued
on the Joint building, additional

for thu puor hunt bo erected and
cirtjdu highway work must be dune.
Hence, which do thu penplo infer?
To bond tbu county anl pay S per
centum lu teu or twelve years, or have
tbo county borrow tuuda and Issue
wnrrsuta as needed and pay thereon
7 or 8 er cent?

As n matter uf courso thcte boud,
If voted, will only bo Issued from
tlmo to time as needed,
