the human heart, and the heart of the
Indian is :ln bis laBsuace. That the
aperations of all missionary societies
should be u a trammeled by state later-- ;
lereiiun. - i

tidlan bureau upon the sublect and

ttontiuuesryThe government seeks in
f.he management ef the Indians to civ
U'Z2 and prepare them for that contact
with the world which necessarily ac
companies civilization. Nothing is
more important to the Indian from
this point of view than the knowledge

Nothing can
more consistent than the teaching

of ftnglfsh in our Indian- - schools. :; It
wilKnot do to permit these wards i of
the nation to become their own
masters, to indulge ' n their bar- -

oarousXlanguage, beeause - it is easier
or because it pleases them, secular
teaching Is the object ot ordinary gov
ernment schools, but surely there ean
he-n- objection to reading a chapter ia
rhe Bible InVEcgltsh or in Dakota, if
Bnglisa could. not be understood at the
ialiy openiBg of the schools. The use
of the vernacular should .notbe cn- -
ouraged or continued beyond the

limit of such necessity, and the text
books, the oral instruction in a general
sense, and ' the curriculum, . certainly
