Your Issue of July 3, under the

above heading, said

"The llneof demarcation belt een
the two great political parties of the
nation, to far as political doctrine
goes, is quite thin and rather in-

definite. Too l6 organizations are
aa hostile an ever. But each has
absorbed theories tliat w ere held by
tho ether, and there are few

differences: of opinion between
them.

"There are Republican free trad-
ers and Democratic protectlonkts.
And neither party would now advo-
cate a complete policy uu either
prlncple.

"What they fight aboutlstbeman-ne- r
in which the common end shall

be reac! ed, and the articles which
should be relieved or protrctcd.

"no in regard to the doctrine of
local self government an essen-
tially Democratic doctrine. The
party that has preached it for a cen-
tury has gone back on it as it relates
to the Territorltv, adopting the ex-
treme Republican notion of tlie su-
preme power of Congress and other
anti Democratic ideas."

Perhaps a brief statement of the
main differences and resemblances
between the tR o parties may bo of
interest to your readers.

The writer of this is not a Demo-
crat because hu thinks the Demo-
cratic party a model of consistency,
or purity, nor docs he think there is

This bill,
as show n by the report of the Senate
finance commute, will increase tlie
revenue 313,000,000 a ) ear. and this
too, under n measure entitled, "a
bill to reduce the reveuues "

The average war duties in 1S65
were 47 3 ier cent., the bL,heel
war duties ever reached were an
average of $13 63 ir cent, in 1S6S.

The Republican party is the jiarty
of war taxes, the Democratic party
would reduce the taritTto a revenue
basis.

The Ohio Democratic platform
says, "We demand such judicious
reduction of the present burden-
some tariff" as shall result in produc-
ing a revenue sufficient only to
meet the expenses of nu economical
administration of government."

Free trade England collects
over SlOO.OW.nyo yearly fiom her
taxes on imports, chiefly luxuries,
protected Uncle bam collects

yearly on imjurts, chiefly
common necttsarie- -. Thit is the
difference, and tlie only difference,
between the fo called "free trade"
and the "protection."

President Cleveland commended
the zeal of our fathers to preserve
equality before the law , aud under
whose rule "combinations, mono-pol- ls

and aggregations of capital
were avoided or sternly regulate--
and restrained."

Jas G. Blaine said that "trusts
are largely private affairs, with
which neither Congress nor Presi-
dent Cleveland himself has any
right to Interfere."

President Harrison said it was
not the length of the step towards
free trade made by tho Mills bill,
that alarmed all good republicans,
but the direction of it.

The fact that the deceased left n
sister in Utah, Imjiarts a tinge of
local interest to a narrative of a
suicide which occurred in Denver,
and is detailed In the A fir of that
city of Jul 10th.

Mr. Bertha Olmstead, who has
plunged Into the worst Ui!iatIons
for a good many months past, ended
her unhappy carver Iiiesuay after-
noon by taking a iargedoso of mor-
phine The fact of her death was
not revealed u util the middle of the
afternoon etcnla, ind it might
have lain a secret for many da s
more had it not been for the decay
which mortal llesh Is heir to Thu
horrible odor that always accoin
panics tho decay of the human
body disclosed the woman's remains
yesterday

It was. tho same old story which
tells the secret of man an unfortj-nat- e

girl's life. Bertlia Olmstead,
orbuurtcr, which was the name to
which she was legally entitled, died
for love aud lcftai.ote behind her
naming the object of her affections.
But there is little doubt iut tliat it
waaacase of general despondency,
the alleged lov c being but one of the
many ccntributiugcau-s- .

Ou July 3 a young woman came
to the proprietors of the lodging
house at 2o Larimer Street, w hicli
IsoverMcInery'a notion store, and
rented room3 of the house, a 3 bung
fellowwho was with her paying for
tlie rent of the room In advuuee
tlie brought a baby girl with her
and began to make this place her
home. No one in the house knew
her, aud she came and went like
any lodger. After Monday after-
noon neither she nor her baby were
seen any more, but the failure to
notice her was not remarked upon.

About 2 o'clock vesUrday n

some of tie lodgers, who had
been ritlier suspicious fur a few
hours, were aware of a causeating
smell that proceeded from the apart
ments rented by the Jouugwoman
The knob of the door lay on the
floor, which further excited the
lodgers' notice

Policemen were notified, aud
finding the door locked, kicked it
iu with some difficulty. As it fell
iu, a etench,peiietrated their nostrils
so strong that it almost made them
faint. The source was quickly dis
covered. On the bed in the room
lay the dead body of Bertha Olm-
stead her face decayed and disfigur-
ed beyond recognition. A little
box of morphine grain, bought at
rlemlng's pharmacy, corner of
Twentieth and Larimer streets,
ly lug on the bureau, explained the
manner In which the young woman
had met her death. o trace of the
baby could bu found, the mother
evidently having removed It to some
place. Coroner Walley was sum
moned,andafterthutjody bad been
stored awav In a coffin, the lottom
of a card box was found beneath the
pillow. There was writing on both
sides of it, anil was to the following
effect

W ben you find thu I will ratably
be where I will not have much trou
ble My cause is that I cannot have
the one I love and would rather bo
dead than live without him. He i a
young man by the name of Jim
Young, works on Larimer street cable.
Tell him I love nlm. Telegraph mv
father to send money to burv me, anil
my dying wish is that Mneft til Halts
of C.oIdu, Coin., should have mv
darling babv , Maude.
