The novelty lmpelled
e Lo urge him to conversution amd |
found that Kate Field’s lecture had
stirred him to the depths, This was
whut he said; *1 went to hesrihe Field
lecture, IL was ingeaniously put Lo
arouse prejudice agaipst us,  She put
polygamy in  the background aml
brought forward and laid sreat stress
upou 8 charge that made my blood
fairly boll because of its monstrous
fulsity.
