A VIGOROUS REPLY TO AN
OF "3IORMOJIlJsM."

Tbe Daily Commercial published in
Chattanooga, Tennessee, in its issue
of the 19th inst., published a lengthy
article signed G. C. C, iu which the
author without one sentence of scrip-
ture or paragraph of loj;ic asfalied and
denounced "Monnonism" and the
"Mormons." He claimed that the
faith and practice of the Latter-da-y
Saints constituted a great evil, to
arrest the progress of which some-
thing ought to be done .immediately.
Just what this something ought to be
he ackno wledges that he does uot know,
but he seems to have a vague idea that
freethinkers are the ouly ones who can
do it as he intimates in the following
paragraph :

"There is a host of disseminators of
this infamy called Mormonism coming
to seduce the youth aod the credulous
of our Sunny South. What can we
do? I don't know. Christianity can't
do anything, for what proves it proves
Morajouisin. Flee thought aloue can
stem the torrent. Will the freethink-
ers Ondertake the task of disseminatingac antidote for the poison these elders
are injecting Into the minds and con-
sciences of our people? No, free-thoug- ht

is not orgarrzed, and so the
Hood gates are thrown wide open to this
moral leprosy."

Two days after the publication of
th letter referred to, one of the Elders
now laboring in Tennessee replied as
follows :

The columns of Monday's Commer-
cial contained an article over the "si-
gnature of G. C. C. upon the much-vexe- d

question of Mormonism, in
which statements are made that are
calculated to do injury to a much
abused aud universally misunderstood
people.

Permit me in all kindness ami with
the very best of feeling toward the
writer, to phice aomeof these matters
ia their proper light, and iu part, at
least.correct the erroneous impressionsliable to be made.

First Let me say that appreciate to
its fullest extent the kindly spirit man-
ifest and the evident wish to see fair
play, giving to all the privilege of free-
dom of worship and of conscience a
noon of most inestimable worth, and
one that Mormon people, through 'th
experience of half a centur-- , iu being
traduced and vilified, whipped, scourged
and driven, robbed, plundered, Im-

prisoned and slain, have learned to
place an almost priceless value upon.

Stern experience has taught us the
lesson that roan is very prone to try to
force and compel the -- human mind to
accept the popular view of a question,or one that has been rendered respec-
table through age and traditioi).

I will overlook the covert-snee- r con-
tained in tbe idea of holding one up as
the "overseer" of the Southern Mis-
sion, and simply ask, Would the writer
as readily apply the same term to the
presiding elder or bishop of any other
denomination?

Is there anything particularly startl-
ing 111 the assertion that our Elders are
meeting with

iOME CPCCE38 IN TITS SOUTH,

as they are also doing in almost every
other part of the habitable globe? Did

. V. C. imagine because a lew of our
brethren and a few innocent and de-
fenseless women have been incarcer-
ated in a loathsome dungeon by a
brutal Judge, through the action of an
unconstitutional law, that Mormonl.Mn
was dead? If so, he has read history
tp little advantage.

Crowned heroes and heroines tb,ey
ure, in our estimation, whose names
shall be taught to our children as
the very personification of liberty it-
self.

Some consolation is soueht to be af-
forded !n the idea that those we con-
vert can be' spared, aud that their
neighbors are gladly rid of them; if
this be so, why all this fuss? Why not
aid as in our endeavor to rid the com-
munity of such an objectionable class
of citizens?

cannot read, ten year9 old and over, is
not quits per cent., while the num
ber in the State of Tennessee is 18 percnt. Mind you this does cot Include
the colored population but the whites
alone. If our converts are so ignorantat tbe time of conversion, by what pro
cess is this marvelous change wrought?
Why, our percentage of' illiteracy is
as low as it is 'n Massachusetts, and
much lower than in many ol the lead
ing States of the Union. If we can take
these ignorant people and educate
them up to tne oest standard to oe
found in tne United states, are not we
doinst them good service

That G. C. C. Is mistaken, I kiTow by
personal experience, and know that
very rarely any one 101ns tne cnurcn
who cannot read and write. They are
not the kid-glove- d, paper-collare- d,

patent leather-00-0 teo uuues tuat are
getting to be so common, but one of
them, In opening up a country, or lay
ing tne foundations 01 a great move
ment, is worth an even cord of the
others.

Now as to lust, imagine a man
leaving Chattanooga passing through
Cincinnati, sc. Louis and Kansas city,ana going to some 01 tne rural dis
tricts of Utah for tbe purpose of seek
ing aq opportunity to gratify the baser
passions 01 nis lanen nature: with
all the opportunities presented in ev
ery, great center of Christianity, to
mase tnis long journey, witn its la- -
tigues ana losses, is only rivalled oy
the story of Thomson's fool colt.

No more virtuous people dwell on
the footstool of tbe Father than the
Mormon people. Statistics attest it.
tacts prove it, aud our bltterist ene
mies, who Know us, acknowledge it.

G. C. C. proposes not to denounce us
or call ns ugly names, but to quote the
record, and then goes from firstly to
fifthly.

Let us examine the record. He calls
THE BOOK OF MORMON

a delusion, and Joseph Smith an im-
moral crank. What is this but denun-
ciation and ugly names? Tbe froth of
mere assertion. Where did he get his
information? I hare carefully read and
examined the book In question, and
utterly fail to find either fraud" or stu-
pidity In it, bat have been leof to ob-
serve very much of the latter, jn ignor-
ant comments on It. As to Joseph
Smith, I am at the defiance Of the
world to prove him either immoral or
a crank. Bring on your proof or don't
make charges. He next attacks poly-
gamy, and leaves me in doubt as to
whether be is ignorant of the law. of
the great free State of Tennessee, that
forbids me to answer him, and makes
it a penal offense to do so, or whether,
knowing that my hands are tied be-
hind me, be hits ma, on the principlethat he has me where I can do him no
injury. If he is ignorant of ttie law. a
little charity exercised toward other
equally unfortunate people would be
very becoming, but If informed of the
law I have no comments to make.

Industrial Switzerland- -

Switzerland more than any other
European country 19 working to im-
prove tne methods of manufacture as
well as the quality of product, aud re
cent cantonal and national laws are
helping very much to that end. Schools
and associations lor the improvementand promotion of Industrial enterprisehave been multiplied. Much money is
expended for these purposes; tho
benefits thereof are, howver, reallyharvested by the purchasers or con-
sumers of these manufactured articles.
In the manufacture of embroideries
and linen articles, in regard to their
beauty and durability, Switzerland is
unquestionably ahtad of any other
country in Europe.

The same may be said of the silk In-

dustry. The embroideries are made
mostly in the cantons of St. Gall and
Appenzell, both by machines and byhand. Hand-mad- e embroideries and
laces, once: of the highest value, are
now giving way to the machine-mad- e,

and tde competition between the two
is rapidly bringing prtctm dawn. The
silk uuiujttty has obtained a wondrous
growth. In the Canton Zurich and lo-
calities tributary to it 33, 000 silk loom
arc in utse, of which a,00u ate driven byateara power. Sixty-on- e thousand Swiss
are occupied in the work. Tne ribbon
Uidu-tr- y at Uasle In said to oosupy
about 0,30-- looms, with about Ll.WO
workmen.

Since 1882 the export from Switzer-
land to the United States of watches
has suffered a steady decline. The rea-
son therelor is not because the Swiss
watches are less good now than for-
merly (they still maintain "a good re-

port" K but because ot the rapid de.
velopinent of the sane branch of in-

dustry in the United States during the
past eight or ten years. American
watches, in beauty and quality, suc-
cessfully compete with Swiss and Jur-eense- u

watches, not only in the
United States, but also in Europe, and
even in Australia. The advantage tbe
Swiss watch manufacturer has over
his American colleague is the cheap-
ness of labor. The advantage which
the latter has over the former is that
he, with his perfect tools and thachln-er- y,

is able to produce a lager number
of watches durinjg a given period of
time than hla Swiss colleague, for the
latter has much of bis work doue by
hand labor.

In 18S3 Switzerland exported $7,000,-00- 0
worth of cheese to outside coun-

tries, of which $800,000 worth came to
the United States. Cincinnati En
quirer.
