Tlie tSMbtme interviewed' Senator

Jones, yesterday,- - who said: Nevada
is in a prosperous condition. There
is an impression in thb east that our
State government is so expensive
tliat we think of abandoning It and
becoming a Territory again. This
is not the case. Our people do not
know that they have a government
that is burdensome at all. - Our sys-
tem of taxation is sucli that the poor
people do not rJeel the taxes. We
are taxed according to our incomes.
A mine is taxed for what it pro-
duces, so that it pays taxes as part
of the ex iienses, and jsomparatively
speaking the burden is not felt. In
the east taxes cannot be levied in
that way, because there are too
many rich men. In jfevada there
are only a few rich men, and they
caunot do much, consequently when
a lode gives out like the Corns tock,
the revenue of the government falls
ofE . Now what, under the circum
stances, does the legislature do? It
goes to work and cuts down the sal-
aries and expenses right: and left to
make the liabilities less than the re-

ceipts. : We have no debt and our
mines are doing, well. There is no
State or Territory in the Union
where raining is .carried on so scien
tifically and systematically as it in
iu Nevada.
