Many people have claimed that there
Iis a certain unique pleasure In amateur
smuggling that the Idea or eluding the
laws vigilance Imparts an extra flavor
to cigar and liquors and that satins
and laces on vilitch no duty has ben
paid take on an added luster In the
wearers eyes Women have always
ben fond of smuggling but It Is only-
wltlln comparatively recent years that
they have made It a profession acting
In collusion with men vvlo get thou
Bonds of dollars worth of goods Into
tire country each year free of the cus
tom house charge

Uncle Sam kp a watchful eye on
this department however and It a
not until women began to smuggle as a
trade that he found his duties moro ex
acting than ever before The style of
the dress of women allowed fuller see po
for the secretion of goods and the ob-

stacles In the way of accusing and
sent citing women pas angers were
nlany-

It we thn that Uncle Sam engaged
the serv ices of women detectives or
nspectresses for the purpose of ob-
serving women passengers as they left
the Steamers and examining those who
might be suspected of smuggling

Twnty years ago Women were not
tested as smugglers as thy are today
While there ere precautions taken and
examinations made mhen suspicion jus
tilled It the profession of women Inspect
tire was as yet In Its Infancy Within
the last 15 years there have been so
many attempts on the part of women-
to smuggle goods Into the country that

the number of omen Inspectors has
been Increased to nine who are at
present employed by the New York
custom house

These women have narly all occu
pled their positions for 10 and In some
cases for 12 years They are all women

I over 45 years of age although there IIs

no restriction against Younger women
They n ust puss the civil service exami-
nation with success to be eligible for
the post of woman inspector and are
paid at the rate of S3 a day working
seven day every week Tire work
ihilo requiring keenness of perception-
and Intelllicnce Ila comparatively light
the lays duties being completed ex-

cept In rare instances before the at for
noun of each day

Through the courtesy of Surveyor
Croft of the cutQJ1 house I Nine ena-
