The air Is full of rumors of war and

It la customary npvv for this diversity
of presumed religious teaching nnd
theory to distinguish between the
orthodox and the heterodox of the
Christian world these terms have been
much abused and often misapplied
churches have denounced their neighbor

heresy the court of appeal deciding ac-

cording to accepted standards such as
confessions and articles ot faith the
vrltlnga ot their founders anti from
catechisms rubrics discipline etc
Theo andards are tnktnly manmade I

and i nothing greater than human
end int as an Illustration the
old Wesleyan organization Insists that
the ministers alone are orthodox who
preach the Ideas enshrined In Wesleys
commentaries and its first five vol-

umes of sermons and the trust deed of
chapels precludes In England preach-
ing different from this under the pen-

alty of confiscation new light In
science new light onreligion new light-
on the Scriptures or truths therein not
already adopted Into said standards
are heterodox and In fact debarred

The Calvinistic church bars Itself by
the Institutes of Calvin the Presby-
terian In great part by Its catechism
nnd confession of faith the Episcopal
by Its thirtynine articles Including Its
prayer book and rubrics as Issued by
authority and every church and con
venticle every sect large or small
erects Its standard of truth and dor
trine which hoover none may sing
mcnt dispute or repudiate or doing so
they are no more accounted orthodox-
but as heterodox heretics and outside
the pale

From this conclusion there nerds no
particular appeal but Is It not true
that they all claim to be Christian
followers of Christ and exponents of
Christianity They think It unjustifi-
able censure to question their ortho-
doxy to comment on their divergence-
from and Infidelity to the author and
finisher of the Christian mystemthe
Christian faithI they are less con-

cerned about divergence front historic
Christianity as lound In the records on
every pulpit cushion of the land than
on denial of some Insignificant article
or dogma or discipline of the Church
espoused It these churchet were halt
as tenacious of their historic Matters
teaching of the Institutions He ap
pointed the order Ho gave the spirit
He promised the organization He es
tabilidsed the abifolute authorlty lie
held they would no more be like the

soldiers nt the cross 1he dlvld1 Ills
raIment among them and eat lots tar
Ills vesture

If religious teachers were arraigned
for heresy for rejection of this stand-

ard for disobedience to these requir-
ements for lack of the spirit et I-
nspiration for the assumption of

thority for rejection of vital truths
for dispensing at Pleasure or ty se-

ctarian command with things eternal
there would be such a fluttering and

scattering of clerical pretenders ai oil
never been Seen since Satan and one

third ot the hosts of heaven were cut-
