A singular practice has rprung up

Sponges appear to have been used
hitherto, but wcshould suppose a far
cheaper method of filtering possible
if the assurance can be given that
there Is no danger of milk being lm
paired In quality thereby.

A llrljlil and jlraic ttoinan In
European Journalism.

One of the most Interesting per-
sonalities In the field of European
Journalism Is Mrs. Crawford, who Is
a brilliant example of her favorite
theory that there Is nothing that a
man can. do that a woman cannot
do, and there are some things that
would be more difficult for a man to
do than it would be for a woman.
While still In her teens some pri-
vate letters of hers fell Into the
hands of a London editor, who was
so struck with their vivacity of style
and originality of sentiment that he
engaged her as a contributor to his
paer. Promptly she set herself to
work to master the science of pol-
itic, which topic is usually avoided
by Journalistic women as both com-
plicated and uncongenial.

A single instance of her power of
endurance, memory and determina-
tion Indicate the manner of woman
she is and the spirit with which she
faces her duty. On the occasion of
the historic debate of May 5, at
Versailles, she sat in her place In
the!oge grlllee, which M. Thiers'
friendship had procured for her,
from early morn until midnight,
without taking a single note, and
carried away all the Important parts
ofthatextraordinarysitling. 'then
she returned to Parts and sat up un-
til 8 the uext morning to complete
her description of the scene and
abstract of the speeehes.

On the 23d of March, IS71, she
made her way alone Into the barri-
caded city of Parts aud interviewed
the communist leaders as they sat
In council. Xo harm or Insult was
offered to the plucky little woman,
w hose ready wit, natural Intrepidity
and sympathy w ith the people n ere
her only weapons. She has walked
the w ards of the cholera hospitals
amid the dead and Uving, aud,
prompted by the same journalistic
Instinct, has rushed at midnight
through a thunder storm in satin
sllpivrsand a ball dress to the near-
est telegraph station to send a
description of the dresses.

To write everything from her
own personal Impressions sennas to
have been bcrconstantalm,and the
most remarkable thing about her is
that, having once filled her mind
with everything lelating to the sub-
ject in hand, aud "done her level
best" in abstracting the essential
from the accidental circumstances,
and arranging them most advanta-
geously for her readers, she dismis-
ses from her brain all fldgetyness
and w orry concerning results. Her
social life is not less brilliant than
her professional career.
