The assertion in the diary that the
Crown Prince entertained the idea of
usieg lorce against our federal allies
and violatine the treaties, thus calum-
niating eur departed severeigp iis just
as little in accordance with the facts
as what the diary savs concernlng my
attitude towa'd the imperial question
in 1866. The Crown Prince dogbted
whetber 1mperial federation would

The deciaration of tife Pope's infali-
bilitv was always regarded by me with
indifference, This was less the case
with the Crown Prince. [ copsidered
it a false move on the part of the Pope,
and begged the Crown Prince to let the
q.uutlon rest during the war.
