Canadian transportation lines and
would end, be claimed, by being a
benefit to tbe Canadian provinces. The
exercise of the power in tbe President's
band under .be act 01 March 3rd, 1887.

Wan that
tbe reason wby tbe President fcid not
execute it? Tbe power asked fonwould
injure American interests, annwas
that why tbe President desired it?
