PRUNING FRUIT TREES.

Why do we prune fruit trees? Ask
this question of the orchardists of Cal-
iforpia, what answer would they
mske?

Three-fourths of them would prob
ably answer: ‘““We prune our tree to
let the ligbt into the fruit, and to
roperly form the heads of our trees."
he other fourth would scratch their
beads and perhaps have to an-wer:
““We prune because our neighbors do,
beczuse it is the fashion.’”” These are
very lamce reasops and have po force

whatever. He that prunes to let
the sunshine Iinto the inside of
the head ol the tree as

it is usually done from the inside ont-
ward makes the greatest mistake, for
he has no use for light there, and ex-
actly the means he employs to let the
snnshioe into the heads of his trees,
results eyeutpally in shutting it ont
very completely, for he begins by cut
ting the twigs froma the center of his
trees and trims oatward, or io other
words, begins at the trunk ol the tree,
or at the base of the large branches,
cutting fiom them the smaller
branches. This causes the fo-
liage at the extremities of such
branches to thicken up, and by sucb
continued cuttisg from the inside of
the head, the tollaze will become so
thick at the outer end of the branches
that eventually no fruit or new twig:
can grow in thls space, with the resul
that he will bave the‘poorest possible
tree for fruit, or, in fact, a cluster of
high beaded trees all growing from the
jame root—one that a persom could
stand at the trupk of and not be within
ten or twelve feet of a leaf or fruit. 1
have seen Lhousands of such trees; old
trees forming a half-globe with fifteen
to twenty feet of lest space in their
neads, with long, bare branches with
dense clusters of lecaves and a few

nuter ends. That is the result of cut-
ting out the inside of the head of a tree
to let the light in, and the cure for
such a result is &8 bad or werse than
the cause. The usuoal practice is, when
the tree will no longer bear any good
fruit, to cut a number of the main
pranches entirely out. This may re

jult in giviaga crop er two of fairly
good frult, but as the chance for foli-
ige (and foliage & Llree must bave to
iive) 18 only at the end of the branches
left, the opened space is soon closed
op, and the case is worse than it was
refore, for the wounds made by cut-
“ing such large branchbes do not heal,
terav sets in and soon permeates the
whole tree, o 1

‘Fherefore, I say all such pruning is
wrong, and also say thst all pruniog
of trees in orchards until twelve or
fiftecn years after planting is wrong,
very wrong, for start their headsat
the right helzht, Accordicg to the vigor
of the variety,and do no pruning what-
eyer, they will give more and belte:
fruit than they can do under any ays-
em that can adopted. ILet all or-
chardists try this rln on AL leasta
few trees and sce {f 1t s pot the right
noe, 1 bave;] tried it thoroughly and
kpow it is,

Thbe ides ni epul?n oitt the central
hranches 50 as ‘'to form Lhe top goblet
shape'’ seems to me very unsound, and
the result would be & tree that wouid
all aplit asunder with ita first heavy
Jcrop of fruit unleds e¥ety bfanch was
propped dp.
