laws of the United States, or shall pre-
venut or obstruct free passuge or transit
over or through the public lands
Provided, This section shxll not be held
to affect the right or title of persons,
who have gone upon, lmproved or oc-
cupied said lands under the land jaws
of The United States, claiming title
thereto, in good faith.

Sec. 4. That any person violating any
of the provisions nereof, whether as
owner, part owner, avent, or who shall
ald, abet, counsel, advise, or assist in
any violation hereof, shall he desined
guilty of a misdereanor, and fined ina
sum not exceeding one thousand dol-
lars and be lmprisoned not exceeding
one year for each offence.

Sec. 5. That the President s hereby
authorized to take such measurcs as
stiall be necessary to remove and de-
stroy any unlawful inclosure of any of
sald lands, and to employ c¢lvil or mili-
tary force as may be necessary for that
purpose.

Sec. 6. That where the alleged un-
lawful inclosure includes less than one
hundred and sixty acres of land, no
suit shall be brought under the provi-

_stons of this act without authority from

the Secretary of the Interior.

Sec. 7. That nothing bherein shall af-
fect any pending suits w0 work their
discontinuance, but as to them here-
after they shall be prosecuted and
determined under the provisions of
this act.
