Judge Mater
son, of the District Court on a petition
tiled by lae bank's attorney, grauted an
order appointing Benjamin F. Weems
receiver, and that gentleman immedi-
ately qualified, ttllag a bond' for $300,-oo- o.

Hon. Wto. It. Baker tbe preseut
Mayor ol the city, is president of the
bank, aud Benjamin F. Weems is
cashier. While the failure caused
some consternation throughout the
city and a large crowd gathered about
tbe bank clamoring for their money,
yet the suspension was no surprise to
tbe other banks and business men gen-
erally. The total liabilities of the
bank, including capital stcck will ex-
ceed a million dollars. An exact at ate --

uientof tna bank's affairs at the .time
of the suspension- is not obtainable to-
night, but the last statement, made
August lih, lSSTi, gave the assets and
1 labilities as follows : Assets, $1,211,230 ;

liabilities, 1,211,2:10.
The, above statement is believed to

represent nearly the condition o$ the
bauk'u duances at the time ofvttfeu9-peusto- n.

The bank has been, losing
money for years si-.c- the. ffnJe of the
failure of Wm. J. Hutchins, who was
indebted Mine bajsi4SR0,000. As se-

curity they held liens apon Hutchlns's
hotel nroperty the Eureka nulls and
several vavub- - lots. This property
coustaitly depreciated in value on tbe
banks ftands, finally becoming a source
Of expense Instead of revenue.
' Qwing to the fact that several mem-
bers of the directory of the Houston
Savings Bank are also officers lu the
suspended bo.uk, a run was immedi-
ately inaugurated on the Savings Bank,
but all claims were promptly met. Tbe
bank, however, closed its doors at 3
o'clock, the usual closing hour, with a
long line ot anxious depositors waitingto reach the paying-teller- 's window,
if the run is coutinued on Monday It is
believed tbe Savings Bank will be pre-
pared to meet the emergency. Tbe
deposit pf the bank will reath over
$TiO0,6d0. Maay poor people were
among the depositors.

Washington, 10. Representative
Pay son of Illinois says the settlers out
West ate needlessly alarmed about the
recent decision of the Supreme Court,
that technically the titles of railroad
companies to settlers, but which have
not yet been patented, stlil rest In the
United States. The dech ion has been
construed to nicau that settlers who
nave so purchased have no valid title
lo their lauds aud may be deprived of
them at any time. This is not the case.
The title that the Government holds to
Uuds by this decision is that the lands
are to be held to secure the cost of
survey, and may be acquired at any
lime by settlers by paying for the sur-
vey of their lands. Railroad compan-
ies will then have to make good the
cost to them. The court suggestedthat a bill might be passed by Con-
gress forfeiting the lands, not patented
within a time stated after the passage
of the act. Paysou is going to in-

troduce a bill in the House which was
offered by him last year and. passed,out failed in the Senate through
amendments. This provides for the
forfeiture of all lands upon which the
cost ot survey lias not been paid with-
in sixty days after trie holders have
received notice.

A CblsMM Caae ta Court.
San Francisco, 19. The case of

Jang Ah Lung, on appeal from the
United States District Court to the
United States Circuit Court, was sub-
mitted to Judge Sawyer this afternoon.
Lung was a former resident of this
country and left for China after having
obtained a return certificate, .which,
he claimed, was stolen frem , him in
China. Subsequently he returned here
and a writ of habeas eorput was sued
oat in bis behalf lu the United States
District Court. Tbo District Attorney
intervened on behalf of the United
States and denied the Jurisdiction ot
the Court on three grounds :

First The Chinaman was hot re-

strained ol his liberty because he could
go anywhere in the world except in the
United States.

Second All such cases come under
the Jurisdiction of the Port Collector.

Third Secondary evidence relatingto the Chinaman's prior residence was
inadxQlsibie when the law prescribes a
a certificate as the sole means of iden-
tification.

The plea was overruled by United
States District Judge Hoffman, and
J ndge Sawyer to-da- y affirmed toe Judg-
ment of the lower court. He conclud-
ed the decision by saying: "la order
to present ail these questions and ob-
tain a ruling on them, I shall sustain
the decision of Judge Hoffman and let
the case go to the Supreme Court on
these points."
