Thlsyounggcmlemin, with n faco and
form Ilka that of a no, deserves ns

much prominence and mention as the
great Corbott himself. Corhett slew
the Goliath of the world, Mr. Hulllvan,
but It was Mr. Dradr who furnished
him Willi his sling aud bis pebbto.
llrady backed him, bet on htm, nnd
nuvT for a moment doubted him, and
alter the victory It was Mr. llrady
who ut Cornell In tho way of
realizing from tint victory In one
season tnoru coin than ho would re-

ceive from a dozen gate receipts. It
was llrady who had a ratllety bang
llsyready for Corbelt to commence
rehearsing In nlmoet as sion as he
stopped out of the ting; llrady who
coached him In all his lines and atti-
tudes, and Initiated him lutotho secret
of how to work up n denouement and
"bold It" for applause; llrady who en-
gineered all tbo advertising schemes
to keep Corbctt's name before the pub-
lic; llrady who booked thu tourot all
tho cities in Iho country, leading up to
Corhat's homo In Bsu Francisco, alter
bluing his way triumphantly all
through tho Uast. Tho result of all
Mr. llrady ' generslihlp comes lu at
thu box clllco, and It came In at Halt
Lako as usual list night. The
crowd and crush weru literally
overpowering, but llrady was ou hand
to get his advertisement out of it.
When a hundred pvoplawera turned
sway with their mouey lu their hands,
and the aisles wero fillo I with teople,
Mr. llrady oponod lha sldo doors lead- -
lug to thu stasa and shouted, "Ltt the
people come en the stage aud take seats
In tho wlngil" Manager Burton threw
up his hands, visions
or llooth and Barrett, of Wardo and
James and of all tho both it traditions
of the blstorlo old housu flashed before
bis bewildered vision.

"What! put tha audience on tho
stage?" he stammered,

"Certainly," yelled the only llrady,
"Wo do It every where!"

"Hut why not turn the orchestra
out?" remonstrated the manager.

"Ho, no, no!" cried llrady, "If wa
fill thu stage, half Iho town will be
talking about It tomorrow. Hee?"

Mr. Jlurlon taw, nnd thu throng
pushed Its way to thu stags
wberu two hundred or so chairs
wc ro ranccd about tho slds,and where
'Mi boys and men with some. Jadiea
sat through thu entire play. When tho
sceno arrives wboro Corbott as thu
champion of Atnurloa downs Mr.
Twitohell (obviously a play oa Mit-
chell) as thochamptoti of lfngland,all
the auditors ou tho stage Joluod with
the paid supers In yelling, and thus
lent artallstloalr to tbo sceno vastly
ngreeabls to Mr. llrady, who as the
rcfereu hopjed about, gcstlculattid and
worked up his army of performers with
every puaraucu of tha most hyater-loa- l

clollglit.
Of thu rendition of the play, It need

only be said that Corbett Is far aud
away lu advauce of Hulllvan uud thu
other pugilists who bao decided lo
elevate the stage. Ho was evidently a
eenlleimtn to start with, and there, la
nettling of the "lough" about
hint ao Inseparable from Bulls

all's every word and notion. His
play Is about as bad as such plays are
made, but no ouu cares for that. Tho
punching of tbo bag aud the fight wero
tho groat features, and both weru ex-

cellent. Corbelt, who now weighs lbS
ptuuds stripped though bu doesn't
look It lavaan admirable exhibition
ot his force lu hitting and Ills agility
In dodging. The yells nnd enthusiasm
wore beyond description, the only
fault found being that lha exhibition
was too short. Mrs. Cotbett aud dash-
ing Mrs. llrady weru interesting fea-

tures of tbu tuiport, wliiloMr. llrady
himself I rcbably took seven dllleruut
characters, and took them nil well.
