Ihe gendarmes releatodly charged
the men. One gendarme, who was
thrown oil bis hsrse, wo millrcatcd by
tbe mob. feveral other geHdarmes
were seriously Injured. Thu rioters
afterwards attacked a butcher shop
which supplied the gendernnj.

Thu police charged tho Holers with
drawn sabers and eventually succeeded
iu dlsierslug the mob. rieveral per-
sons were severely Injured. Many
arrests were made. Among the men
arrested were tbe socialist leaders.
