AH ALABAMA PIONEER.

A DESPERATE FIGHT WITH INDIANS
SIXTY-SI- X YEARS AOO.

The news reached us yesterday of
the not unexpected death, at his
homa in Clark County, of Jeremiah
Austin, father i)fUTudge Austill of
thisj CJianceryLlMvlaion. He died
at the ripe age of 86 years, possesperfT'
or the respect ana connaence or ail
the people, and revered for the long
life or usefulness, honor and patriot
ism he has lived on the soil of Ala-
bama. Mr. Austill was born in
BouthCarolmatn i7W. His father
Captain Evan Austill, was one of
the bravrfdefenders of Fort Madison
after it had been evacuated by Col
Carson. His mother was the only
lister t CjTAvidj Filesi who set--
tieci irt wasnipgtoo uounty, and
whd died in IB20. Thus Mr. Aus
till may be regarded as the last con
necting link between the Alabama
of to-tta- y and the Territory as it ex
isted before admission into the Un
ion in 1820. When he was but 19
years of age an incident occurred in
bis life which made him celebrated
in the annals of this State. It was
during the Indian depredation fcx

lecumswij' iu isio, vHj)inin6am Palestman of immense size and
personal strength, with a com
man a or uiars county men and a
few Mississippi Volunteers, started
out upon an expedition to dispersethe Indians, who were prowling
tnrougn- - ciarKe ana Mooroe coun
ties. When the expedition had
crossed the Alabama, Captain Dale,
Mr. Austill and ten other whites
and a negroe named Csesar being in
in the rear and not yet crossing.
thy were notified that the Indiana
were upon them. They retreated
to the river side, and there saw ap-
proaching them a canoe containing
11 warriors. Two qf the warriors
swam, asbQre: one was killed and the
Other escaped. Dale then manned a
canoe,and into it leaped Dale, Aus
tin and Smith arid the negroe Cses&r.
The negro paddled ' out to meet the
enemy, and placing his boat along-
side of the Indian canoe he held the
two together, and the battle began
The odds were-nin- e savages againstthe threewhites. The chief hailed
the whites with: "Now fpr it, Bigearn.--" ana presented his gun at
Austin's breast. The youth struck
at the chief with an oar. The blow
wa4 evaded and" the. rifle of the In
dian came down upon Aostill's
head. Smith and Dale at the same
moment struck down the chief with
their rifles to the bottom of the ca-
noe, dashing his brains out. Dale's
gun was broken from the stock, but
he still fought with the barrel. Re
covering himself from the blow of
the Chief. Austill dispatched a se-
cond and a third Indian with his
clubbed rifle. Smith was successful
in laying two. more Indians at the
bottom of the boat. Csesar held the
canoes firmly, and the three whites
kept a' foot in each canoe while theydealt their fatal blows. An Indian
struck Austill with a war-clu- b.

which felled him across the sides of
the boats, and while prostrate, ano-
ther had raised his club to dash out
hia brains, when Dale, by a timely
ojow, Dunea nis rine-barr- el deep in
the warrior's akull.

Austill recovered his feet, wrested
a ciuo irom one ot the savages and
Knocsea nun mto tne river. .Not
word was epbkett except the exclam
ation of the Chief at the beginningor xiie ngnt, ana a request from
Ceasar to Dale to use his bayonet and
nmskewhlch he handed hlnr. Hav
ing iaid all the warriors low, the
tnree neroee, wito-in-e aM or Ccesar,lifted up Uw todies and threv them
into the river, amid the shouts of
Bupmusairomtne command, which
had witnessed the battle from theoanx. The vlcUrs. after their fam
oiw rxrunter,fpaddJe4 away safelyuuuera neavy nre irom tne Indians
on tne Dans tnev had lust left.
