ated for them. This union ia
called marriage. It. was ordained of
God to man in eternity before the world
was, and is an eternal union, or cov-
enant, together with all i s obligations.
it is oil eternal origin ana enaie.--s du
ration. As an;nrdinance of God for
man it can never be considered in any
other light than of divine appointment
for an infinite purpese. That purpose
was proclaimed in tbe great mission
appointed unto man, which was to
multiply, repieniSQ ana oil me earm
With like llvinsr souis, y muiiipiyins
bodies here for spirits, dwelling there
in the presence of a spiritual lather.

The law of marriage, wnicn is tne
law of increase to man, Is positively
of this nature.diu not begin with cays.
neither will it end witn time, it is an
everlasting covenant. (Moses, as a
temporal lawgiver to Israel, because
of their wickedness in not observing
the conditions of the law, sune-- i a
separation by divorce with some, but
Jesus declared emphatically that from
the beginning it was not so auowea j

i,The law of generation as appuimeuunto man before tbe world was made,
determined the period of the earth's
existence In its . temporal state and
condition. Tbat period called
time must be of sufficient
duration to admit ot its
being filled with the measure of man
or number that was to inhabit it

to his spiritual creation before
tbe world was, and would correspond
with the period of gestation and matu-
ration, accurately determined by law
applicable to his natural existence, or
oarthlv nrobation.

Tbe 'blessing of God was upon all
Irving things which lie placed upon
the earth, to the end tbat they should
be fruitful and multiply, and to man
was triverf dominion over all.

4 This procreative power with which
every organism was endowed, was
after tbe order of spiritual things,
as "all things were created spiritnkliv before thev were natural
ly upon the face of the earth,"
and this generative power was lor a
Dumose. the exercise ol It being tbe
condition upon which all men must
attain to fatherhood, without which
none can become like their Eternal
Father. It was not a favored fw to
whom these conditions were appllca
ble, but tbey were made obligatory
upon every spirit of man who was to
inhabit a sexual organism upon this
earth, aud the acceptance of these
conditions bv those wbo kept tbeir
nrst estate, entitled them by right
of an eternal law to a
material bodv for an eternal home.
This plan of organization relating to
man's temporal existence upon tbe
earth, and tne laws by which he was to
be governed, were all arranged in
eternity and had reference to au eter
nal duration. There was no death tn
that existence. There were no cove
nants or obligations that death could
nos&iblv terminate.

The union of two of more by cove-

nant, was an everlasting condition,
and among all intelligences that were
created. union implies tbe as
sociation of two or more, as is
tbe case in tbe marriage relation.
Had man kept his second estate witb
ont sin and been true to the law of in
crease, marriage would have beeu the
condition attainable aud most desira
ble to all of humanity. Perfection is
not fouDd outaicio of that condition,
f.ntfril into in fitrict conformity with
tne laws of endless life. Human au
thoritr is of no avail in tbe ad minis
tration of these eternal laws. Judges,
magistrates, ministers or others can
not create obligations that will con
tinue beyond the bounds of time. The
law of marrlairo. in view of its eternal
purpose, cat only be administered by
those having divine authority. Its
blessings can only be secured by God's
approDation, ana Dy virtue oi an ever'
lasting covenant.

Illegitimate marriages producing il
legitimate children have ever estranged
the human race fram God and His
ways. In their sexual relations, frcm
early times, they corrupted tbeir way
upon tbe earth, were forsaken of God,
and Idolatry prevailed, among ine na-

tions wbo of their own iciU married
and were given in marriage for unlaw
ful purposes, until the floods came
and destroyed those wbo had wantonly
appropriated tbat which was most
sacred to that which was most abom
inable to God.

Under this state of things theoaith
has not been tilled with the measure of
man as was estimated tor his increase
ia the earth, and there must of neees-alt- T

be conditions to meet such an
emergency. Tne purposes of God can
not be frustrated either in relation to
the eartb or Its inhabitants ; and He,
foreseeing tbat the race Of man would
be diminished because of his wicked
ness. provided means for a ratio of in
crease tbat would compensate for all
losses sustained from any cause,
and that the - earth in , its
duration, and the souls to
inhabit it, should mutually and at
tbe same time obtain the fullness of
their temporal existence, and be pre
pared for that.cbange tbat wonld make
all eternal by coming under the laws
that regnlate eternal worlds and be
iha-s- . in that sphere of existence.
