Decidedly the most realistic feat-
ure of the irocesslou was a repre-
sentation of "Utah As It Was."
nptejistiiig of a large float containing

surrounded by sagebru-l- i
and other rank growths-- among
these and iu the orcnlng oi the tent
were Indian", all looking .is natural
as life; a wagan drawn by ox;n ai d
a imiu of Indian-- , some of whom
performed the war dance as they
went along, assisted this representa-
tion materially. The People"-dru-

corps and the Mandolin Ciuli fr.mi
Salt Iake and the bran bauds o:
Logan and other settlements w ere
variously distributed through the
parade.

Too great praise can scarcely lie
given the various committees for
the exceedingly efficient manner iu
which they attended to theirduties.
and the general gratification and
comfort extxirlencui by and
residents.

The procession at 10
o'clock in Tabernacle square, and as
many as could obtain admission at
once entered the liuilditig to hear
the exercises previously arranged.
Xot many succeeded, however, as
tile populace outside of the pageant
had the first chance and availed
themselves of it; so that when the
vast assemblage was called to order
there was not an inch of vacant space
within thebuilding. Theprogramme
previously published wa close! v
followed. Aistle Moses Thatcher,
was orator of the occasion and sjioke
w 1th great prt cisiou and cfleet. As
a review of the work of the pioneers,
as a piece of rhetoric siarkling w iili
Hashes of lofty thought, and as an
instructive and interesting addre-- s,

it was a great effort.
The other features of the day,

such as the races, the ball games,
thedanringamld Chinese interns
and the splendid display of fire-
works ought to le mentioned, but
lack of space preven's.

The day elided with a record of
the consummation of one of the
mo- -t successful and enjoyable cele-
brations that ever occurred in the
Territory.

The Garden City was not a whit
behind her northern sister in the
enthusiasm and care displayed. The
national culora draped all the publii-an-

many private buildings, and
the city presented a gay scene. At
daybreak the tiring of cannnnsasa
signal for hoisting the Stars and
Stripes was al-- o a signal for the
awakening of the tupulatiou: and
by S o'clock the streets were
thronged by peop! iu holiday
attire. The evening before, and in
the morning, hundreds were
brouzht on excursion trains.

At 9:S) a.m. the procession took
up the line of march on Center
Street. The column was madeupof
most interesting fratures,represeiita.
tives of the conditions which existed
ou the arrival of the Pioneers 43
years ago; their toils and hard-
ships; the improvement in the cir-
cumstances of the people since then;
business rcprcsentationi', civic and
ether organizations hands of music,
etc The procession was a mile iu
length, aud was highly creditable to
those who managed the affair and
took part therein.

When the marching was over the
vast concourse of people repaired to
the Stake-- Tabcrnacle,whirJi)thoug!i
a large building, was still too small.
There an interestingantl instructive
programme wits rendered.

The afternoon was spent by the
people In gamesand sports of various
kinds.

It is not only the
birthday or ourcoramouwealth, but
it also marks the founding of a
galaxy of States in the mountains,
which are destined to become the
pride aud power of the Union.
Wei may we meet ou this auspicious
occasion to honor the memory of
those n ho made Utah the mother of
State- -.

Forty-thre- e years ago today, this
beautiful valley, which now teems
with fertility aud life, was a ecenc if
utter desolation. Ku sign of human
life, except the Indilri Sa'.ge, v.is
to be found in jili l!ie dreary waste,
exlcndicx Hundreds of miles in
every direction. The heat aud
drouth were to intense that in many
places the earth had cracked, leav-

ing deep fissures, likeojien mouths,
torched with fever and cryiujr fc
drink. Of vegetation tio were
the sagebru-- h i",i Uio greascwood,
with tixo'w strit of timber -- nd
w'.!!ows fringing the Uan of the
streams, and an occasional sward,
or patch, of bulrushes, in the
SWintpj- jjices. Of animal life the
hovling coyote,tlie slimy lieard and
the deadly rattl'nake uwe topical

as an emblem of freedom.

I shsll not attempt to enumerate
the trials and privations endured by
these noble souls and those who fol-
lowed tbcuiacrras theplaln, though
some of you who are here today
kuow by exirieuce what they
were. There is not time to sjeak
of the hunger and thirst! the peril
ftom savage Indians, fenciou? an-
imals and deadly ret tllc.to eay noth'
lug of the iKiisonous water, mallg-nau- t

fever ami other diseases that
tool; niany suffering sjulatountime-i- y

graves. The sid story has never
been fully told, nor can it b ad-
equately written by mortal pen.
Its agonies will uever I known un-

til that great day when tile earth
and sa.i give up their secrets and tlie
recording angel makes known the
sacrifices aud tulleriiigs of man-
kind.

Xor is there time to recount the
hardships endured while establish-
ing homes iu the desert, aud maklug
Utah the iaraii-eo- f the mountain-- .
Much of the time the Jieop!" were
without food and obliged to dig roots
and gather herbs for sustenance. The
were poorly clad and often without
shelter. Delicate women and ten-

der children suffered from hunger
and exposure until death brought
them release and all for conscience

The lesson taught by this sublime
example of heroic devotiun to prin-
ciple Is worthy of more thau passing
mention. It should be treasured iu
the hearts aud practiced iu the lives
of the ieople. Xn trait of charac-
ter is iii.ire noble than that which
causes men to live, or die if need
lie. true toheir convictionsof righL
The illustrious instaucej of this
kind (,f heroism that apiiear in the
world's history show the golden
thread that runs through the warp
of life and gives lustre to the fabric
of humanity.

When, four hundred years ago,
Columbus stood alone before tlie
sages of Kuroe, in the council of
Salamanca, insisting that the world
was not Hat, as had always been
suppo-e- but that it was round aud

alllivugh he had
proof from iieaveu in the testimony
of the moon, he was laughed to
scorn and deuouueed as a heretic
Hut he lived to mark a way across
thetracklcssdeeji'andtodlscoverthe
new world. Today his name Is
sounded with praise in every tongue
and the whole world is preparing
to pay tribute to Ills memory iu
1S92.

When the great reformers of the
sixteenth century threw off the
shackles of ignorance and supersti-
tion that bound the human mind,
denied the power of the Pope to
grant indulgences for wrong doing,
aud insl-t- on the right of man to
think an act for himself in all mat-
ters of conscience, they and their
followers Wkre persecuted, maligned
ami killed. J tut lutterity has
awarded them the martyrs' crown,
and they are now numbered with
the tiue nobility of earth. And of
such were uur mice-to- who first
settled America.

When our patriot fathers declared
the sublime principle of human
equality, aud pledged their
lives, their fortunes, aud their
sacred honor for the establishment
of civil ami religious liberty in this
free land, they were called traitors
and rebel'. Itut the unanimous
verdict of mankind lias since placed
them on the very pinnacle of earth-
ly eminence and has written their
names in letters of sliiiiinggolil upon
the pages of history.

So will it lie hereafter with the
martyrs of the nineteenth century
and with the noble men and woman
who forsook tlie jupul irity of the
world, the ease aud comforts, oi
home, and the precious society of
loved outs, that the rights of con-

science and religious frtedom might
tie (lergietuated on earth. In the
years that are to come, their memor-
ies will tie kept green and the record
of their sufferings anil achlvemeut
will be written, as Willi a pen of tire,
on tlie hearts of their posterity.

When time Is o'er and worlds have raised

away.
Cold in the dost lhe perished heart mar

lie.
Ilat that which warmed it once, ran never

die.
The magnitude of the wotk ac-

complished by the founders of Utah
becomes more fully aptnrent when
we that they were without
the help of those towerful agencies
whichsclence hassince made theser
vansof man. Practlcally.there were
no railroads or telegraphs in those
days. Tlie lightning liad been chain-ed,b-

electricity was in its infancy,
so far as the knowledge of man was
concerned; the wouderful uses to
which it has since been a)plied
were not even dreamed of then. The
first telegraph line ever built was
onlv three years old in 1347, and
extended but forty miles, from
Washington to Baltimore. The
power of steam as a motor was just
beginning to develope. The oldest
railroad in America was but four
miles loug aud had existeJ only
twenty-n- e years. The first pas-

senger engine ever made, that was
was worthy of the name, was con-

structed in ISiS with a capacity to
run S3 miles an hour. The first iu
this country was built in Jb30 and
could only run IS miles an hour.
Our "flyers"' make 75 miles. Horse,

mules and oxen were the engines,
aud prairie schooners the freight
cars of their day, while the iwny
express was their telegraph.

The harvesters, mowers, reapers,
gang plows, sewing machines, wash-
ing machines, and tho thou&nd
other labor saving SfJpuVcbei that
ar Jibw.itt every day use. were un-
known to our lathers. They pre-
served the utterances of men by Im-
perfect long hand reports and sup-
plied omissions from the Imagina-
tion. We have stenographers who
write every word that is spoken,
while the phonograph will record
a speech and repeat it afterwards,
whenever desire!. In the very tone
of voice in which It was delivered.
The wealth of Criusu could not
have purchased a telephone or pho-
nograph then, because tberct were
none in existence. Xo one even dare
predict that the human voice would
ever be heard ten miles away, yet we
convene with ease a distance if
ten hundred mllej and more. They
used candles for illumination and
horses fjr locomotion; we see by
lightning and travel by electricity.
And still we are only on the
threshold or lite temple of science.
For aught we know, our children
may bridge the oceans with tunnels,
and make their highways through
the air.

ISesIdes making Utah one of the
grandest commonwealths in the
Union, her .rfnv-cr-s contributed
litr4lly or their best brain and
muscle, as well as trcasu- -

lish the spjrcnndlmr States and
territories. California, Nevada,
Idaho, Montana, Wyoming and
Arizona are particularly indebted
to her for settlers end Euppliesi

Whilo Utah is the oldest or the
Territories and has acted the rt
Sftt mother toward her Vcunzci-
si'ters, she hftsesperiebced j;b mor-
tification of seeing them exalted
above hereto tho status of State-
hood, while she baa been spurned
and spit Upon by thoe who Should
have wen filst to give her honor
and renown. Still she Is not envi-
ous, nor would she pluclt a single
laurel from Another's brow. Bhe is
prouj of her !!tUe sisters and feels
string in tho consciousness of her
own rectitude and worth. Although
she is now misunderstood aud
therefore compelled to suffer the In-

tolerance and bigotry of man, the
time is not fardi-ta- when she will
rise above the breath of calumny
and be known as the Cordelia
of her father's house. Then
will she put on the glorious
habilamcnts of sovereign power, and
show herself worthy of tho birth-
right of freedom. On that illustrious
Jay the rememberance of past tribu-
lations will only Increase her joy,
and the former cloud of reproach
will show the silver lining of

and add new lustre to her
name. It will then be seen that
among all the fair Jewels of state-

hood, the precious diamond was last
to find Its setting in the great
Itepublic's crown.

casion. There were exercises con-
sisting of mu-l- sticechcs, etc., mid
a representation of Indian warfare
and dancing. Alout twenty young
men, arrayed as Indians, rodeiiell
mell into the grounds, whoopiug,
yelliug and discharging firearm.s in
Imitation of an Indian attack, after
which they held a war dance. Many
visitors from tlie west side of the
river were present, ami the day was
very agreeably spent.
