rhere, whtru the annual jiret Ipltatlun
is i rotuso and tha dim He nud s ill ore
naturally damp, thu rtdwood tends to
reproduce Itself, III olhur luoiilitiet thu
cjutmiy apiienrs. Iu the Contra Colin
range, for Instance, where tba naturul
molature is less, the clearing of the
redwoods is Lot followed to any great
uxtent by the ap taraucu of a seeontt
growth.

Tbu eauiB will bo found true In a
greator or litoi tueasuru of tho forisls
of the Blerra and of other mountain
ranges. Where any teudeuc to atld.
tty exists it will uadoublcdly provo truu
thnlthe wbolisalu destruction uf lor
ests will not be followed by renewal,
tut by ermnneut denudation uuu
cllmalio ebangit. It nilglit Lu safer
to destroy thu (rlgliialmountsln forisls
In northern Ihau In soulbetu Cullfur
nla. In the ranges of tbo luttrlor
stales and tirrltorlts, where aridity Is
mora prououueed, It would lie u most
dauaerousoxperliueiit. In such cafes
nulyn Judicious thinning of the larger
growth should bu rmltted on any
cuudltlons.
