W. MONT FERRY’S BOOMLET.

Tries to . Start Onc. for Mayor Brans-
ford but Meets Chilly Reception—

thusiasm, the “love feast” of the
“Americans’” at the Auditorium = last
night was a8 much of a frost as the
atmosphere of the hall itgelf was frigid.
MWhat was touted to the world as the
one great annual assembling of the co-
horts of ©"Americanism™ foregathered
forr the purpose of mutually extending
felicitations to each other and in a trl-
umphant manner urge each other to
register and vote at the coming election
in reality wvas merely a self-arrangedl
opportunity for Thomas ILearns, W, I,
Earrette, Allén T, Sanford, et al, ip
publicly air thely personal viewg on the
subject, “How  the  Mormon Chureh
Should be Conducted.'

Incidentally  some veally well pre-
rgur.ed catables  ware ppovided to the
limited number of guests who did put
up the “one per plate,’” and after a
brief dallying ‘witlh meats gud calads,
those ai the head table hurried as fast
as possible to get to the “talking.”

CONCEDES ONE POINT,

W. 1, Halloran, a prominent member
of the hoard of public works, was toast-
master, He started the ball volling Ly
congralulating the ¢ity administration
on dts able handling of public’ questions,
and by implication the board of works.
He made the announcement for the firs?
time during the. evening that ‘the
“YAmerican” party was responsible  for
all ‘the progress made in Sait Lake in
the last 50 years, In a moment, doubt-
lews, of forgetfulness, Ma.

band stand,

CHILL FOR BRANSFORD.

W. Mont Ferry, chairman of the fin-
ance committea of the “Amaorican’ city
council, arose to say a' few words in
behalf of the city administration,  Mr.
Ferry had esome statisties by him, and
these ‘he read, Accustomed. - to his
usually modest dameanor, Mr, Ferry's
friends were somewhat surprised that
he should, in his zeil to boister up the
financial handlings of the *American’’
majority in the council, take credit for
the city’'s water supply; for the paving,
nat- only that alrcady done hut that
which'ig to be done for the coming two
years, and in sum total take credit in
a lump for these things for the city ad-
ministration. Some of Mr. Ferry's
remarks were applauded, but faint ap-
plause followed when' the speaker paid
a compliment to Mayor John 8. Brans-
ford. “Mayor Bransford is one of tho
greatest assets of the ‘American’ par-
ty,! declared Mr. Ferry, “and I'wish L
might here’ and now nominate him
again for the mayoralty.” It was no-
ticed that the applause greeting. this
statement did not originate in  the
neighborhood where Joe Lippman auasd
Frank Sefrit were standing.

KEARNS AND THE FIRESIDI.

Speakers came and speakers went,
but the real plece de resistance of or-
atorical effort remained for the: man
who, according to Toastmaster Hallor-
an, served the people better and did
more for them in the seante of the
United Stateg than any other senator
ever sent to the @ senate, Thomas
Kearns.  AMr. Kearns began by stating
that he would not consider the cam-
paign of ‘1898, but that of 1508. He
scored consiGgerable, applause by re-
ferring: to the ladies present as “Am-
erican” beauties, and then proceeded
to tell these women that the hope of
“Americanism,” lay not with their
husbands, but with their children., That
it was for them to instruct their chil-
dren in-the lore of “Amerlcan' -great-
ness, o that they might grow up (o
hecome “American” voters, Like the
note of @ benediction, and the appear-
ance of a great ligntt, Mr. Kearns touch-
ingly paraphrased the Biblical saying
to his own purpose by stating that
there should bhe in the “American"
home “‘but one God, one country, one
home, and one fireside.”

M. I3, Wilgon, who wasg the “Amer-
ican” candidate for county attorney at
last fall's  obsequies, was the next
speaker.  lle said in a burst of pat-
riotic feeling, that it mattered not who
sot the offlces, as long as “Americans”
are elected. It is not the Church that
the “Americans” are fighting; every
man, woman and child in. the state is
entitled to whatever belief he wishes
in religious matters, as long as that
belief dld not come in contact with the
views entertnined on religious ques-
tions thosze constituting. “hierarch
hunters:" the “Awmerican’ party had
no fight againgt any church; not a all;
as long as any church conducts itself
aceording to the ideas of church con-
duct promulgated by the prinicples of
“Americanism,” why, it was at liberty
to worship what, when and where it
pleased. After congratulating his erst-
while opponent, Job Lyon, on his
troubles in the attorney's office, Mr.,
Wilson resumed his place at the boawl.

STAMPEDE FOR DOOR.

About this time- large numbers of
“the faithful'® began to leave the hall:
Toastmaster Halloran called for music
by the band in the hope of inducing
some of them to remain, 'but the
“feasters” continued to file out, and
by the time J. W, McKinney, Allen T.

“love feast” for 1909 came to an end.
