THE KNIGHTS,

The Precession—Election of Officers.

St. Louis, 23, —Notwithstanding the
fact that the morning broke clear and
warm, and that the grand parade post-
poned from Tuesday, was to occur at
11 o’clock, the crowds on the streets
early this morning were much smaller
than on any previons morning this
week.

By 9 o'clock the citizens and visi-
tors began to emerge from thelr rest-
Ing places, and the availuble, points of
observation along the line of march
and in the vicinity of the places of
rendezvous of the varlous divisions
were soon occupied by a mass of
Enttent and perspiring speclators.

ast night's and this morning’s out-
olng tralos carried many Jdeparting
Lnights and visitors, although the ex-
odus was not sufficiently large to make
avy appreciable dimioution in the
crowds on the s.reets. FPrevious to
the parade there was baot little march-
ing through the streets except so far as
Was necessa to place the partici-
pants in ﬁos_lt. on, both the musicians
and Kulghts reserviog thelr strength
for the four mile tramp later in the
day. Bauat lltile brecze .was-blowing
aud the prospects for beat, somewhat
discouraged those who Intended to
lr;tended to take part In the proces-
slon.

At 11 o’clock the gignal for the start
was given and

THE PROCESSION MOVED.

Scores of stands had been erecled on
the vacant lots and in front of bulld-
ines whose frouts were some distamce
Igm the street line, and these were
cfowded. The procession was headed
by a platoon of mountad lice. It
was 11:45 when the head ol Lhe pro-
cesslon reached the revlewlnf stand In
front of the Exposition bullding. The
memberg of the grand encampment
were asg@embled in a body. 1t was
nearly 2 o’clock when the last division
pussed and the Grand Epcampment
returned to its asfembly rooms. As
the procession passed Lthe reviewing
stand varlous evolutions and motlons
were gone through by the Kuoights and
the bands, 62 In number, which accom-
pauied them, and every akillful or un-
usual movement was londly applauded
by the crowds which linped Lhe street
and filled the four rows of windows
In the capacious Exposition bullding.
Long before the last divislon of the
procession nad passed the reviewing
stands, the head had reached the point
of disbursement at the eatrance to the
Grand Encampment haill*and the memne
bers of the first divisilon breaking
ranks aud jolning with the spectators.

PACKED THE LAWN

surrounding the building and rendered
movement of any sort well nigh im-
possihle,while entrauce to the Exposi-
tion buoilding was eutirely out of the
question. he procession was fully
three and a half miles Iu length and
even the most enthusiastic officers in
charge of Lhe arrangements Were sur-
prised at its magoitude. The parade
passed without notavle Incident, and
no casualties of any sort were report-
ed ut its close and the participants
dispersed.

PLEURO-PNEUNONIA.

The Plague Discuassed by i1the Live
Siock CUeommission.

Cnicaco, 28.—The State Live Stock
Commission held a long meeting with
closed dours this afternoon and even-
ing, and discussed the disposition of
cattle atflicted with pleuro-pneuamonia
in Chicago distilieries.

Governor Oglesby, Attorney-General
Hunt and Dr. Rauch of the State Board
of Health, took part ju lhe(?roceed-
logs. Velerinarians Salmon, Casewell
Hugbes, Baker, Maorray, Atkinson and
the [owa State 'Velerlnlrhn Were pres-
eut. J. B. Sherman, the President of
the Live Stock Exchange,Elmer Wash -
burn and the Exchange's attorney, Mr.
Coy, also attended the session. The
latter three gentlemen admitted that
whether the sickness was contagious
gluuro-pnenmonia, a8 the veterinarians

ad all declded, or something else, it
was unpquesilonably a dangesous dis-
ease¢, and one that should be exterwl-
nated at all hazards. They agreed
the board and the veterinarians

that had been exposed or wereaffected.
It was proposed that a post mortem
examipation of each animal should be
Leld, apd those found to be heulthy
should be soid for beel.
Representatives from the stock yards
strenuonsly opposed thls proposition.
They sald thef.could not W ex
caltle 1o be placed on the market elth-
er as hoofor as beef. The live stock
interests west were 100 t 10 be
pardized. Rumors would soomn be
cast abroad that diseased meat was
offered for sale in Chicago. The east-
ern and forelgn trade would surely
suffer. Canners would not dare to

hagdle the beef, as a large part of their
trade was with foreign countries, and
they would not take the risk of having
edicts issued by other nations prohib-
fting the lm%ornﬂon of Ameérican
canned heef. The sale of healthy car-
casses might also give an o rtunity
for the disease to spread an me a
standing mensace 1o the great cattle in-
terests of the west,

Shade trees were killed, and
aboutelght thousand flnes of glass
were smashed, culefly In greenhouses
and photograph studios, "The storm’s
approach was heralded by heavy rom-
bling vounds and Intense heat, and the
fears of a tornado were 80 general that
}:undreds of people fled to their cel-

ars.

COLORADO ITEMS,

The Knights of Pythas are having a
great time in Denver.

A few days ago & yYoung woman
named Daisy Starr was killed at Gol-
den, Colo., 1n anattefipt to jump In a
moving trala. She was supposed to
have been under the inflaence of liguor.

Recently tha widow of a hotel pro-
rletor in Duranro, whe had some
5.000 1n cash, was induced to marry a

man named Hausen, Tbhe couple went
1o Denver, when he recommended her
to go to a health resort, while he went
to Leadville to.work. They thus sep-
arated but gnon afterward she learned
that he had drawo from the bank her
$7,000 and deserted her.

What may resuit in a fatal tragedy
was enacled in a ranchman's home
two miles west of Denver, on the
South Golden road, aboat 11 o'clock on
the 20th Inst. George Whitemore
awoke suddenly from a restjess sleep
to hear some one moving about In his
room. He bhad retired with his mind
burdsned with the recpomlbuhg of the
safe-koeplog of $460, which be bad
lately recelved an pfl.ced in the most
secure place in hils house. At the
slight sound he heard -bhe arose in his
bed, grasping his revolver and morally
cerfiin that & burglar had entered the
bouse for the purpose of securing his
money. He saw a moving
figure, and takin alm he
fired two ishota In quick succession.
Then there followed the plercing
shrieks of a woman, that chilled bis
blood and made his heart sick. In
those a?onlzlmz cries Be recognized the
voice of his wile, and kpew In a mo-
ment that be had shot and probably
murdered Ler. He sprang to her
side and lifted ber back tenderly upon
the bed. The blood poured from her
right shoulder and the left slde of her
neck, where the cruel ballets had
struck her. He did his best to stananch
the flow of blood, and then ran to fh'
the alarm. Neighbors came quick y to
the house, aud learned of the fearful
affair. One gentleman volunteered to
come to the city for a physiclan, and
while there retalled the story of the af-
fatr at police headquarters. Latest ad-
vices leave it unceriainas to whether
or not the woman can live.

Mrs. Whittemore, who was shot by
her busband, near Denver, & few nights
ggo, unger the supposition that she
was a vurglar, has since died. She
talked to her husband and neighbors
assuring them that the sheoting was
entirely accldental. She stated that she
had retired in the evening wearlog
some new flannel underwear that w
80 Irritating daring the I:j‘rht that she
arose to remove them. While moving
about she made the nolse which so fa«
unléy attracted her husband’s attention,
;e ;eoelved the shots that cansed ber

ath.
