Grape Cutting.

CI plafitihg out cuttings tiiere are
many points to be noticed. The
first requirement Is that the varie-
ties are kept separate and unmixed.
Ifyou have, the choice of the grape-
vines from which the cuttings are
to be taken, pick out the strongestand healthiest-lookin- g. 'Jromthese
especiajjyiaka those cuttings which
have short Jinks and strong, thick,
healthy eyes (buds). If you can
cut two or more cuttings from one
whip, take jthe lowest that growsnearest to the. stock as. the, fittest.

--The more extreme and. thinner ends
are only fit to be planted out in the
nursery, from which they may be
planted out; as rooted cuttings the
next Searn preparing your cut-
tings take notice that you make a
clean," smooth cut, and if possible
right in that place where the mar-
row of two links is separated by a
small - partition wall immediately
under the eye (bud) of the cutting.A clean and smooth cut and rightat that place' Is" necessary, because
at the formation of. a new root it
