Elder Arthur Staynvr was the Hot
speaker. Said he was of a practical
turo of mind, and would rather
do one oocl thing that siyten good things. The Saints
were a community of doers ; their du-
ties throughout were of a practical na-
ture. Many of them had speiit the
greater portion of their lives in carry-
ing the Gospel to the nations ot thf
earth. They not only tauirht t jroou
principles and morals, but were 111

duty hound to practice them. The
prime cause of the hatred toward the
Saints was because they endeavored to
practice pure, honest, virtuous
principles. Plural marriage was
looked upon by the world as beim;
based upon vicious desires ; the Latter-

-day Saints lind the contrary to tn
the fact. It required the uTtatest
purity to live that principle, and where
other desires had been the aim the
principle had been outraged and

followed. Where plura.
marriage had been practiced in purity,
happiness had been the result . Stran-
gers generally had the idea that
the Saints were bad people, but when
tuey came into contact with them thi.
false idea became modified. The great
majority of those who were not "Mor-
mons" wished the latter could be like
them, and at the same time tacitly ad-

mitted that the honesty, integrity, in-

dustry, and moral, standard of the
Saints was a superior one. lie lmu
recently visited the great city ol New
YorK. and in mingling with society he
could not help seeing that virtue "wa- -

not held In the high regard it once was
From the preacher to the layman this
leeliDg existed it was almost univer
sal. There were many henorable ex
ceptlons, but illicit intercourse be-
tween the sexes was not regarded as
any serious crime. It was from
those who were guilty of uuchastliy,
and who condoned such crimes,
that the persecutions of the amts
emanated. If he that cast the Urst
stone was required to be guiltless, not
a "Mormon" would see tne inside ol
a jail, and future generations would
blush tor shame at the auti-"Monno-

persecutions of to-da- y, when pure,
honest men were imprisoned lor obey-
ing their religious convictions aud
supporting their wives, while the liber-
tine and the vile were allowed lh' lr
freedom. In these trying times the
Saints should pray that the revelation.-- ,

of God's will might be given to the
people. This condition of things
would not last a great while, for liie
veil would be withdrawn, and the
Saints would see their salvation.
Their chief duty was to labor for the
establishment of God's kingdom on the
earth; to learn the great law ol t tie
Lord, that each should love uis neigh-
bor as himself, and do unto others as
he would have others do uuto hitu.
This principle had been very far de-

parted from iu the world, and many
lelt that if they gave of their plenty a
small pittance for the poor, they were
fulfilling the law, forgetting the source
whence their blessings jcome. The
Saints should learn to produce among
themselves those articles needed lur
their support. In ancient days the
Lord fed Israel with manna, but they
hail to gather It and prepare 11 tor
food. They were required to
labor for the gift. Manna was
aot placed at the disposal of the
Saints to-da- y, hut God had placed at
their disposal all the elements needed
for their support, and required them
to partake of these elements ami pro-- ;

ducc those things necessary for their
sustenance, Wlien.they tirst came to
these valleys it was believed by many
that the sterility 01 the soil and other
difficulties would drive the people out.
But the blessing ol God had been up-
on them, and barrenness hail given
way until the valleys teemed with
plenty. Iu order that this result might
De effected the Salute had to perform a
great deal of labor, upon
which was showered the choice
blessings of God. At the
last jeport of Z. C. M. I. it was thought
to be a good showing tnat ten per ceus
of the geods handled were of huine
production, but in the near future tne
proportion of percentage would be
reversed, lor the Saints would not only
have to become a peo-
ple, but would have to assist in the
support of others, iu the day when he
who would not take up his sword
against his neighbor should lice to
Ziou lor safety. 2. ion was the pure in
heart, and the wicked idolatrous and
ungodly had 110 part therein. The
large proportion ol the Inhabitants of
the earth were not pure in heart.
These would be found among the
Saints, according to the revelations of
God. The Saints might be called arro
gant for this statemeut, but the prophecy
declared it. It might have been said,
in 1832, that the prediction of the great
rebellion, by the Prophet Joseph, was
arrogance, but that war came as fore-
told. The Gospel of the Lord would
be established through the Latter-da- y

Saints, and would be the precursor ot
the winding up scene. They had the
Gospel which had been restored as
foreseen by John the Kevelator, and
were willing to live, and, if necessary,
die for it; many hacl done so, and aoifie
were now suffering for the Gospel'!
sake, 'but they were held iu honor
among the people. The enemies of
truth could not accomplish its des-
truction. The Saints were deal-
ing with the things of eternity,and present events would leave
their mark upon all the future. God
could deal in ioerpy an well as in Jus-
tice. He woald reward the repentaut
sinner: more abundantly reward those
who did not sin; aud to those who
loved sin, He would give their clnolce.
The Prophet Joseph declared that
"hell" was seeing others in. the enjoy-
ment of blessings they themselves
might have enjoyed. The Rev. Beech-e- r,

who had borrowed many things
from "Mormonlsm." might well de-

clare against such an absurdity as a
physical hell. The Lord, in Justice,
would reward men according to their
deeds, and this was the manner of God
the Latter-da- y Saints worshipped one
who could not look upon sin with
the least degree of (allowance. The
Lord had promised His faithful Saints
eternal happiness, aud it was the as-
surance of this reward that enabled
them to suiter for the truth's sake.
They had been planted In these valleys,were building temples and cities, ana
by the help of God they wonld stayhere. Persecution might rage, prison$be filled, and even Jives be sacrificed,but the work of God had come to re-
main, and remain it would, despite all
the efforts made to overthrow it.

Apostle John W. Taylor next ad-
dressed the congregation. He was
tasteful at the opportunity of meeting
with the Saints upons bis return home.
He enioyed the companionship of the
feople, and desired tc be among them,

religious convictions he was
willing to be Judged by the standard of
the Scriptures, which taugit every
principle believed in by the Latter-da- y

Saints. The majority of the strangerswho visited Utah received their infor-
mation regarding the "Mormons" from
those unacquainted with the princi-
ples of "Mrmoaisro," and by Judgingfrom this erroneous standpoint ob-
tained false ideas concerning the peo-
ple. The Gospel of Christ, as believed
in and practiced by the Latter-da- y

Saints, was one of reason and freedom,and they were willing to let all men

tRIBUTE TO TUK DEPARTED.

General U. S.Grant is dead. The
extivguishmciit of life often comes as
tfae changing seasons succeed each
other iu the appoiuted rounds of na-

ture. Multitudes sink out of existence
aud vanish leaving scarcely a ripple on
the surface where they disappear. But
when a man like Grant takes his un-
bidden departure from the bcenes iu
which he has been the greatest actor,
ne does not die as common men die.
The death of such men is a shock to
the order of events.

Side by side with the name of Abra-
ham Lincoln in the gratitude of the
Ami rican people, Is the revered name
of Ulysses S. Grant. Together they
worked out the great contest ot mod-
ern times aud won the victories that
forever cemented this great nation.
North anil South under the stars aud
stripes.

The nations of the earth accord him
the llrst place among military leaders.
Twice a grateful people placed him
in the highest position within the gift
of any uatiou. Twelve years as a leader
iu war and peace, years iu which his
wisdon, integrity, honor aud character
were tested as lew men are tested,
haw served to tforever enshrlue
him in the loving memories
of his countrymen. And now thin
great soldier, the wlnnerof battles aud
the captor of foes, has encountered
the King of Terrors, and is himself a
captive to the last universal enemy.
