“ “Shall the tax rate in the State of
Ttah be inereased one mill on each dol-
Inr valuation on all taxable property
within the state, over and ahove tlic
rate fixed or limited for all other pur-
poses, for a period of 15 years from and
inciuding the year 1909, the said one
mill on each dollar being for the pur-
pose of constructing and furnishing a
state capitol?”
