Chancellor Caprifl Offers His Resigna-

tion to Ills Master.

Ileellma In llrrlln nnd Olhtr rlaers.

IlntLiN, May 0. The result of the
vote on the army bill caused no sur-

prise to tbo government. Caprlvt at-

tempted yestorday evening to rally
wavering members to tbe support of

Iho meaturoby offering to reduce Ibo
peace elTectlvo even below Iho num-

ber propoied In tho amendment oflerod
by Von Uueno. The otlcr, however,
did not gain a slnglo vote.

Tho falluro of tho army bill makes It
necessary for tbo Kaiser to defer for the
present his projeoted reforms of the
higher military commands and of tho
Mts In the war olllce.

Chancellor Caprlvl has geno to
I'otsdam toolTer his resignation lo tbe
Kaiser. Tho Kaiser has summoned
Count Von Kulenberg, the l'russlnu
premier, to l'otadam.

Tbe moat atrlklug feature of tbe clos-
ing debate was tbe returgeuco of

sontl!uent,sspcclally from tho
speakers of the center party. Dr. Lie
ber, alter attacking Caprlvl for having,
aa he put It, "resorted to Ihu worst
form of Itlsmarcklan methods to secure
Ilia passage of tho bill," said. "The
center ratty fights today Hguinst tho
ambitions ot acentralltlng tiuiarlam.
We protest against a militarism which
translates Itself In persistent endeavors
to extend the principles of u l'rusilan
state Into the domain of Imperial legis-
lation. In tbe Interests of Iho empire
we demand that tbe l'rutiian policy
bo confined to tbo I'russlau diet while
the Uermau prevail In the relohttag.''

Neither Caprlvl nor Manteiillel at-

tempted lo respond to this attack.
The speakers for the government side
simply Ignored the expressions ol
antl.l'rukslau sentiment, The chan-
cellor commented vaguely upon the
demooratlo teudenolea recently

among the Centrltts and Bug
gested that the policy now urued by
that patty bad Its Inspiration from tbu
Vatican, whlcb,ho tld,waa Ibo end of
Itepublloan Franco and was trying to
draw tho wholo Cathollo world lu tbe
same dlreotton.

Dr. Von llountgien, leader of tbo
national Liberals, gave a moderate
tone to the debate In a long speech
urging the acceptance of tho conces-
sions offered by tho govornmunt.

Hurriedly convened meetings aro
being held In Dcillu and other popu-
lous centeis tonight. Tbe prom) lne.ru
with which the llelchttag dlssalvod
Immediately alter tho defeat of tbo
government was announced has taken
everybody by surprise Tho tioclal
Democratlo leadors nlonearenady for
an electoral campaign. Hebel,Blnger
and Idebkuecht will leave llerlln to-

morrow nnd begin at onco toalump the
country lu behalf of the Socialist
candidates. In every district lu
whloh tho Boclalltts have a flghtlug
cliauoo randldatcawlll bo nominated
and tbo party expects with reason to
have lucrcosed ref reieutatlon lu tbe
next Itelchstag. The cmeror will
not allow tho involution of tbe ltelch.
slug to Interfere with tbo program of
his coming tour.
