was. Tnen he said that he-wa- s.

that his name was jrim,PhIlirpa,,that ha had been keeping a saJoon
in Bingham.' CafiOn for" the last
three 'years, that , he was now on
his way to. Salmon BIvef, but: was
waiting fof a few daysTor a partnerto come after him from Ogden. ; Ac

was ADout to call for a
drink, I told - hTna- -" that' he was
a stranger to txte, but inasmuch as
he- - --was a 'Welshman he mightcome and take a drink with xxxb
If he wished, and 1 he did so. ' Then
we talked together for about half an
hour 'about different
things, during which time Ire said
that ne was acquainted with sev
eral respectable persons through
the valleys, with whom 1 was ac-

quainted. - He teemed to be a very
reasonable ..and - Intelligent- - man.
He then commenced; singing some
Welsh .songs, which he did very
sweetly." After --while he asked
me where 1 lived. I told him that
I lived at that time with Mrs. Mor
gan at WUW Springs. He said,
MI believe I know her, and I .will
come with you to see her to-day- ."

told him be might come if he was
acquainted with --her. I told him
that it was time lor me to go. tie
said that before we would go he
wanted to get some whiskey to
drink on the road (the road being
four miles), bo he went and got a
quart and put it into his pocket.
As we were going along the road
he asked me if I would not go with
him to Salmon Kiver, saying that
he had not much money, himself at
present, but that if he had a part
ner with a little money to start in
the saloon business there was a very
good prospect up there. I told him
that I was engaged for. this Bum
mer, and that all my money eras
not commanaaojeat present so that
I . could go. He asked me how
much money I bad by me. ' I ,told
him from fifty to sixty dollars. He
said that .that would start a little
business very well. I

Now about every rorty.roea or
the road, as we went alongV he
would oSer ma a drink, sometimes
asklne me to drink twice to: his
once, pretending - rnenasnip. ana
that be was a MJolly fellow all .the
time." , He asked me If : I ever
happened to receive any counter--
felt cola. I said that 1 did about
six years ago. He said that there
was a good deal of it la circulation
at present, that I .had better show
him my money, as he was a very
good Judge of money. Consequent-
ly, I showed It to him." He ex-
amined It In my hand, as I turned
the bills over one by one, and we
both counted the .money - at tbe
same time. - When I had put the
meney into the pocket book and
was sibout to fasten it, ha snatched
tha pocket book from my. hand,
renaarklng, tnat ne thought it was
good enough, and away he ran into
the tall sagebrush. 1 ran alter him,
and when I was about to overtake
him he htld up his left hand in
front of hla body. -- and his right
back, or else I will shoot you." But
I took bo notice of that, but went
on to him and pushed him down
on his side. Then I reasoned with
mm, saying, "xou call yourself a
Welshman and acquainted , with
Mrs. Morgan, and now you turn to
be a robber. - You, that have acted
so much like an aneel, now turn to
be a perfect demon.'' Then he said,
"Let me get up and I will give you
your money back." But aa I did
not like to trust him any further, I
took it from him while I had him
under my control. At that time
two young men caino up to ua on
norseoack, having noticed us run
ning into tbe brush. When thj
Gray (alias Phillips) saw that he
was ueieciea, ana being then
his only chance' of evadingtna law, took the Hist opportu
nity ' of speaking and said
of me, "This man has taken' about
fifty-sev- en dollars of my money."I said, ''It is not so, but this man
robbed me of my pocket-boo- k con
tainlng about fifty-seve- n dollars.
The way that he knows how
much was in it is because I showed
it to him." The young men being
airaia 10 interfere, , rode away - and
left us in the brush. I

When he saw they were gone,! he
became Infuriated, and scuffled
with me furiously, and got me
down. Then he brought his knee
upon my breast - witn - a rorce and
said, "D n you, now I have you,

Kin you." do 1 suomittea to myfate and Gray took the pocket book
from-- me tbe second time and
walked away with it quietly fur
ther Into tha brush. - When aa
that he was going so slowly. I fol
lowed him again. Then ha ran into
a kind of . ravine and sauatted
down, when another person behind
hifn stood up In the brush and pre
sented a pistol at me, saying, De
not come another step or else I will
shoot you." Seeing, that I 'was
overpowered, I retired and went
home for that day. . .

This robbery happened between
12 noon and 1 p.m.. within a mile

to enter a complaint against me for
attempting - to rob him, and fur-
thermore, pretending honesty,went
and paid two weeks' board bill
ahead at Mr. Peck's hotel.

Next day I had him arrested,tried
before the Justlce of the Peace.and
bound over to appear before the
Grand Jury on; the eleventh! ofJone. where ' an Indictment ' was
unanimously found against him for
having robbed me of fifty-seve- n

dollars. He was tried before the
court and convicted and sentenced
to five vears In the penitentiary.I feel very grateful to the com-
munity

' for the sympathy which
they have .. shown ma in mytrouble and r - their " anxietyfor bringing the criminal to Jus-
tice. "When Gray was arrest-
ed there was twenty dollars found
on his person and ten dollars
at Mr. Feck's Hotel not consumed,
which I expected would be re-
turned to zne after, his convic-
tion, but when I asked the Sheriff
for my money he said that the
Judge had instructed him to giveme only fifteen dollars out of the
thirty, tli&t the rest was to be givente the prisoner, beesnse.tbe Indict-
ment w&s moid cut In such a shape
as only to specify some ten and
five dollar bills. ..-.- . ... - .
