PARNELL'S AMENDMENT,

hecause the ground on which Balfour
based the covernment’s case was abso-
lutely insufficlent and unsatisfactory.
The government's bill instead of being
a cure for the Irish ills,oreven a pallia-
tive, was a measuore that wounld agera-
vate the deep-seated disorders. With
this coercion bill, exclaimed Glad-
stone, the prospect of conciiiation van-
ished ioto the air. The government
intended to exclude the land bill,which
was the main recommendation of the
commission which had just completed
an exhaustive investigation pf the Irisn
trouble, Nothing remsin but the
figure of coercion bald and gaunt, and,
alas! too familiar. The right lLonor-
ahle chief secretary for Ireland has at-
tempted to excuse the proposal on the
ground that

during the last three years, har in-
creased, bunt he follewed the unsuoal
couree in refrainiog from giviag the
house) official information proving his
allegations. The statistics from Ire-
land are against the government. Take
the instance given of the threatening
letters: In 1885, 432 such letters were
received; in 1880, but 75 more were re-
ceived. That hardlyfurnished ground
for asking Parllament to assent to the
vxtreme measure of coercion. The
other classes of crime amounted in
1885 Lo 612 and in 1886 to 517. [OTHpoai-
tion cheers.]
