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KXHAKMABLK SPFECTS PkODUCKO BY

EAKTHQUAKES AS OBSSAVXD .

. BY PXOP. KILNS.

In the last Issue of the "Transac-
tion of tbe Seismological Society of
Japan, ProL Milne, the well-know- n

student of volcanic phenomena, dis-
cuses the effects of earthquakes on
animals. . The records of most great
earthquakes refer to the consterna-
tion of dogs, horses, cattle, and other
domestic animals. Fish also are fre-

quently ) affected. In the London
earthquake of , 1849 roach and other
fish in a canal ' showed evident signs
01 confusion and inght, and some-
times after an earthquake fish rise to
the surface dead and dying. - fDuring the Tokio earthquake of
1880 cats inside a house ran about
trying to escape, foxes barked, and
horses tried to kick down the boards
confining them to their stables. There
c an, therefore, be no doubt that ani
mals know something unusual and
terrifying is taking place. ' More in-

teresting than these are the observa-
tions showing that animals are agita-
ted just before an earthquake. Pon-
ies havobeen known to prance about
their stalls, pheasants to scream, and
frogs to cease croaking suddenly a
little time before a shock, aa if aware
of its coming. Tbe Japanese f say
that moles show their agitation by
burrowing. Geese, jpigs, and f dogs
appear more sensitive in this respect
than otlier animals. After the great
Calabian earthquake it is said that
the neighing of a horse, the braying
of an ass, or the cackle of a goose '

was sufficient to cause the inhabi-
tants to fly from their houses in ex-

pectation
U

of a shock. Many birds
are said to show their uneasiness be-

fore an earthquake by hiding their
heads under their wings and behav-
ing 'in an unusual manner. ' At the
time of the Calabrian shock little fish
like sand eels (cirriceli), which are
usually buried in the sand, came to
the top and were caught in multi-
tudes. In South America certains
quadrupeds, such as dogs, cats, and
jerboss, are beloived by the people
to give warning of coming danger by
their restlessness; sometimes im-

mense

--

flocks of sea birds fly inland
before an earthquake, as if alarmed
by the commencement of some sub-ocean- ic

disturbance'. Before the
shock of 1832 in Chili all the dogs
are said to have escaped from the
city of Talcahuano. 1 r r

The explanation offered by Prof.
Milne of this apparent presciences
is that some animals are sensitive) to
the small tremors 'which precede
nearlv all eartbauakes. He has him
self felt them some seconds before
the actual earthquake came. The
alarm of intelligent animals would
then be tbe result of their own ex-

perience, which has taught them that
small -- tremors are premonitory of
movements more alarming, signs
of alarm days before an earthquake
are probably accidental; but some-
times in volcanic districts gases have
emanated from the ground prior to
earthquakes and have poisoned ani-
mals. In ona case large numbers of
fish were killed in this , way in the
Tiber, and at Follonica on the morn-

ing of April 6, 1874, "tbe streets and
roads were covered with dead rats
and mice. In fact, it seemed as if it
had rained rats. The only explan
ation of tbe phenomena was ma
these animals had been destroyed by
emanations of. carbon aioxiae. " -
