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same interest. The only sure and
intelligent way to combat the
weapons of the adveisary was to
teach the yeung in the fear of the
Lord tho beauty and grandeur of
the principles of life and happiness,which the gospel alone could afford.

Prest. C. C. Rich said the princi-
ples of the gospel had been, through
the mercy and goodness of God,
restored to the Latter-da- y Saints.
They would ba held responsible for
its faithful promulgation to the
world at large, and for the light and
knowledge it imparted to them.
Daring a part of the early history
of the church the Lord revealed
certain things which wire not
strictly complied with, through the
negligence of the people. Th con-
sequence ws they were driveu
from their homes, suffeiiug much
persecution, and having to endure
much inconvenience aud trouble.

Nothing but unity iu its strictest
sense could accomplish the purposes
of the Father. We Jived iu a day
when unity alone could make us
acceptable to GoJ. Where was the
man that could do any one part of
establishing Zion on the earth, un-
less he was possessed of the spirit of
willing obedience and the tear of
the Lord God? This willing obedi-
ence on the part of the people to
sustain his servants iu their sev-
eral callings was absolutely requiredat our hands. It was the devil's
agents who prompted Latter-da- y

Saints to resist the sacred i nil uen-c- es

which in the bileut watches and
meditative moments recommend
themselves to the heart. He urged
all who wero not earnestly eugagvd
in fulfilling their sacred covenants
with God in ellect that they would
in coming to this goodly land
devote their time, means and ability
to promote the interests of Zion,
against the opposing ami intrudinginfluences of the destroyers, to re-

pent and do better.

Tlie
grapes contain a considerable
amount of hydro-carbonaceo- us mat
ter, together with a certain quan-
tity of potassium salts, a combina-
tion which does not irritate, but.ou
the contrary, soothes the stomach,
and consequently is used with
advantage, even in dyspepsia.
While considering the carbo-h- y

drates contained iu the grape we
must not neglect the organic cids,
particularly tartaric acid. Dr. 11.
thinks the nourishing iufluence of
these acids too much neglected. It
is indeed known that they are
changed to carbonic acid iu the
bleod and are excreted as car-
bonates in the urine. Possibly
careful research might show that
under some circumstances the
organic acids are changed to fats
Dr. H. believes that the organic
acids should be ranked with the
carbo - hydrates as foods. When
fresh grapes are not to be had,
raisins or diluted wine might be
used. Mfdical Times.

Had they succeeded iu establish
ing among them the principles ofj
unity the result might have been
very different. Tho same form of
persecution would overtake us as a
people were we destitute of union- -
tlie Lord, through a revelation toi
the Prophet Joseph, informed us
that the disciples of old sought not
to forgive one another in their
hearts, hence they were ntllicted
with sore chastisement. The Lord
further says, He that forgives not
his brother his trespasses, stands
condemned before the Lord, and
there remaiueth in him the greater
sin. lae saints would never see
the beauty of the United Order
until the spirit of love, charity and
forgiveness was acquired and prac
tised by them. Tlie Lord required
us to forgive when forgiveuess was
not sought for by the party injur-
ing us. The Lord says, "I will for-

give whojn-- will forgive, but of
you it is required to forgive all
men, ana you ougut to say in your
hearts, let God judge between thee
and me, aud reward thee according
to thy deeds." He advised the
congregation to peruse the contents
of the revelation, which was appli
cable to all. When a man could
bear injuries with a good grace,
how noble in him! How like unto
the pattern the Saviour instituted
for our guidance!

Pres. b D. Kichards said it was

a commonly accepted proverb that
weshorld practise what we preach-
ed. The doctrine advocated by
Pre3. Snow on should
not therefore fail to be fully appre-
ciated. The principle of forgiveness
had been dwelt upon too, thawing
that the brotherhood of the gospel
required us to forget as well as for-
give, and that the more forgiving
and charitable we became the near-
er we patterned after the lledeemer.
Those who had become members
of the Church since the revelation
oi the United Order was given,
which was iu 1S43, had, by virtue
of their first baptism, covenanted
to accept it in connection with
other certain requirements. It
would seem a matter of wonder
why we now should bo so afraid
to renew our covenants when called
upou to do so by the same authority
through which we obtained remis-
sion of our sins. He contrasted the
uses of a temple built by the Chris-
tian world and those of a temple
erected through revelation by the
Latter-da- y Saints. Whilst the one
was used for preaching purposes,
atlording only temporary enjoy-
ment, the other was used for con-
verse with holy beings. In which
those ordinances were performed
which bound the hearts of the
children to the fathers, and the
hearts of the fathers to the child-
ren, thereby conferring lasting,
inestimable benefit on the living
and the dead. As a substitute lor
a temple the children of Israel were
commanded to build and have ac-

company them in their journeyings
the Ark or the Tabernacle. With
out temples Enoch could not have
perfected . his people. A temple
was absolutely necessary for a peo
pie whose circumstances would
admit of building one, in order for
them to obtain full and complete
salvation. He narrated incidents
in the building and dedication of
the JNauvoo Temple, aud named
persons who there appeared to the
prophet Joseph and the nature and
importance or their missions.
David, the man after God's own
heart, was not permitted to build a
temple, because he, although in
obedience to the commands of God,
had imbrued his hands iu human

Eider Lorenzo Suow said that
perhaps one of the most important
subjects which concerned the spirit
ual welfare and temporal prosper-
ity of the Latter-da- y Saints was
the uniting of their labors to pro-
duce from tho elements such arti-
cles of wear and consumption as
were needful tor existence and com-
fort, aud to effect a thorough co
operation on the &rt of our mer-cliant- 3

to sutain our factories by
making the of their goods a
specialty.

Prejudiced teelmgs against tne
United Ordet were entertained by
some, which arose from a very er
roneous conception of its workings,
in effect that it wrested from the
people their ageney. There was a
desire inherent in mau to rule and
obtain power over his fellow mau.
As the spirit and genius ot tne
United Order was to treat its mem-
bers as children of the one common
parent, it being the duty of ail to
be iudustricus and to work for the
common welfare of the whole, giv
ing the right;to none to ilounshat
the expense of' his brother, and
herein it being opposed to the mod-
ern system of business, many,
through the lack of the spirit of
God, who revealed thia order of
government, failed to comprehend
its true Import, and notwithstand-
ing the plainuess of the law con-
cerning it, their reasoning on it en
tirely' mis'ed them. The heads of
families were to act as stewards
over their own property, and the
fullest liberty was granted them to
Improve and increase it in every
lawful manner. Because of im-
perfections we were not prepared
toeuteriuto the United; Order so
fully as was represented in the
revelation. It was very necessary,
however, that wo continually bear
in mind these woids, "Behold,
these properties are mine, saith the
Lord, or our faith is vain aud you
are found hypocrites aud the cov
enants are broken." Under the
(riicumstances it was our duty to
get,as near perfect to the system
revealed as was possible. There
was perhaps every chance for those
weak in the faith to apostatize dur-
ing the imperfect state of its work
ings. v run the stewardship as-

signed to 'a man, in which the
stewardships of his brethren were
directly concerned, became neg-
lected or abused threugh wilful
defect in him, the following lan-
guage of the Lord, contained in
the revelation, was applicable to
his case: "Inasmuch as some of
my servants have broken my com-
mandments, I have cursed them
with a very sore curse." The
many tangible blessings that were
to le derived from this holy order
in its perfected state, which const!
tuted the beauty of it, would be so
surpassing in their beneficence,
that its early difllcullies would be
entirely forgotten.
