Differences in m
The present extraordinarily hot wea-
ther has led many persons te watch
thelr thermometers more closely than
usual, snd they have not been able to0
reconcile the record of their pnvate
thermo § with that of the signal
service in city, as published from
day to day. Private thermometers are
usually placed near the surfacé of the
earth, In the stratas of atmosphere In
which humsn beings commonly move,
while the sigpal service thérmometer
is placed on the top of a very high
bullding, out of reach, to some extent,
of the reflection of the heat from the
suriace of the earth, and consequently
in a cooler stratum efe atmosphere.
Hence the temperature Indicated by
the government thermometer is sevéral
Jegrees lower than that reglstered by
maay reliable private thermmometers.
Several of the latler have indicated
from 100 to 104 degrees 1u the shade
within the !ast ten days, a temperature
unprecedented, we belleve, in thls
city.

Of course the position in which s
thermometer is placed, even though
strictly ln the shade, will materially
affect the degree of temperatures indi-
cated by it. The thermometer of the
New York Herald, s paper which has
for years made a speclulty of meteoro=
loglcal news, Is suspended with its
face towards the north lo & box which
is attached to 2 post In the street In
front of the buillding, the instrument
belog about six or eight feet from the
ground. The box enclosigg it, the
north side of which is open; prevents
the rays of tbe sunm from striking the
instrument, but the sir of the street
cirgulstes freely around it, A ther-
mometer so placed aflords, of course,
& falr test of the temperature of the
air in the street, but such a test in this
city, on almost any day durlnq the last
month, would have sent the oroury
up to a much higher degree than that
of any published record.

On account of the protracted dmught
in the northwest, the amount of spring
yheat which will be ralsed Is an jm-
portant problem.- On the first of July
tha commlssioner of agricultare esti-
mated that the spring wheat crop womnld-|
not exceed 136,000,000 bushels, or 19,-
000,000 bushels less than the crop of
1885. Bat the burning days of the gd,
dth, bth and 8th of July were even mpse
periious to the wheat. The most m
erate now estimate that the spring
wheat yield will not exceed 118,000,000
bushels, while others, with ¢aned
sources of information, estimate that
the crop will not aggregate even 100,-
000,000, thus aliewing 96,000,000 Hush-
els as the actual destruction in those
four burning days. It ceems a deul of
property to be put out of existence by
merely four days of excessively hot
weather. But when the wheat l8in
the milk, the blight of a hot wave is a
yery serious thing,
