It
is a simple barn likav etroctare. -- in
front of It are a few unpretending
gravestones, and that - is all.' One
might almost fancy it the cemetery
of some ruined and deserted ham-
let but for the people that were
there assembled

It was the rare occasion of an an-
nual meet of the Friends of the dis-
trict. It Is almost the only meeting
held here during the whole course of
the year, and the very matter which
took the visitor there had brought a
large concourse of friends. All had
beard or had talked of the removal
of Penn's bones, and although none
believed, that it could be, all wanted
to hear w hat was said on the sub-

ject. Among the numbers were
some American Fa'iends, who were
on their travels, and who had devot
ed tbe day to seeing the snot which
was so endeared to them. Among
them were Dr. .King, or Haul more,
J. C. Thorn, of Baltimore, Amos
Hines, of New York, and nearly a
dozen others. A group of gentlemen
were gathered about one of the un
pretending ., graves, or gravestones,
for there was hardly a mound to in-

dicate where a body had been laid.
If bore the simple Inscription, "Wil-
liam Penn, 1318." A few years ago,
a stranger would have been unable
to distinguish the grave ot William
Penn from the surrounding graes-eovere- d

hillocks; no eicrn dec-la.-e-d

the former rank and character of the
sleeper; wild flowers grew alike over
all. It was Granville Penn, of
Stoke Pogis, the great-grandso- n

of Penn, who suggested the
erection of a stone to mark
the resting place of his ancestor.
This advice was adopted. Head
stones m ark not only the grave of
t'enn, but those of bis two wives,his
children, nls relations, his intimate
associates, and his fellow-laborer- s.

The greater number of graves re
main unmarked by stones. Only 15
stones are found in all, these being
close to the grave of Penn, near the
entrance gate. To the left of the
narrow path a slab points out tbe
graves of bis five children. On the
right of the path is a row of graves,
five, marked by headstones. The
second and third are those of Isaac
Pennington and his wife, the fourth
is tha of Penn's first wife, Gulielma
Maria, and the fifth bears the name
of Wm. Penn and his second wife.
To molest any of these graves, to
molest, most of all, the chief among
them, that of Wm. Penn, would be
a desecration. Huch was the opin-
ion of all Americans as well as the
English. They would not like to
?ee the grave, touched on any ac-
count. Nowhere could Penn's re-
mains rest so suitably as iieneath
the elms of the quiet spot, where,
with others, he had. worshipped In
unquiet and dangerous times, and
where, at his own request, he was
buried.
