young llcvld riluwart (lliodrhel) on I

inyitlf airawllng In the aaud; lait,
lliankato our athletlo abllltlea and to
our "preaenco of mind," wu wtroon
uur leit again Jmt In lime to recent
what might eailly have terminated In
ailiiaatroua runaway.

woild, la about II To uillia, and tlmroad
lieru cronia the creek Jmt twenty
llmce; and uhl ruch In
aome Inatamra Hie nproachea to the
rrei k wi re ao aticp thai the hone w 1th
cart and all would actually havo to be
dumiied Into thu cruk, a iroccaa that
waa hrutight about I y one uf uagetllng

tho cart and with main force
liuihlug the animal an I cut down, at
the aame time endeavoring to keep the
vehlile from tlp lug over aldewlie.
After getting lulu tlm etteatuour hone

aomo of them havo moved away, andmietliigaareiinw held only accailon-ally- .
