Gentiles nations, and
preached tor them, the .converts
mde by Peter and" the converts
made by Paul believed exactly
alike, no matter :where they 'were
born, no matter what creed they had
previously professed: and , when
James went out, or - any of
the rest of . the , Apostles, and
made converts, all came to the same
belief as tne converts of Peter and
the converts of Paul. Indeed the
Apostle Paul says, ""For by one
spirit, are we all baptized Into one
body, whether be be Jew or Gentile.
whether" we be bond or free, and
have all been made to drink Into one
spirit"--- " We have,' said he, "one
Lord., one faith, one barjtlsm. and
one hope of our calling.'' This was
theenect ox the-accepta-nce of the
gospel In the days of the ancient
Apostles. And upon tbe principle
that the same cause will always
produce the same effect under the
same circumstances, if that gospel
were to be preached in this, day of
tne world tne people wno obeyed it
would be brought Into the same con
ditlon.no matter what their creeds
were. When they received the gos
pel of Jesus Christ they would be
brought to a unity of the faith, they
would receive one doctrine, they
would receive one spirit, they would
nave ; one loru, one baptism, one
faith and one hope of their calling,
uiey wouiu oe starcea on tne same
road, they would worship the same
God in the same way, under. thrf In
liuence of tbe same spirit.

Well, what is tne matter In what
is called the Christian world? The
difficulty Is that "the people of tbe
earth have departed from the rJan
of. salvation which was taught by
Jesus Christ and. His Apostles, and
the opinions or men have been in- -

troducea-instea- a or tne wora of God
Men have stepped forth from the
ranks to be preachers and teachers
of the people, and have introduced
their own notions, and churches have
been built up and established upon
those notions. In the olden times
the Apostles of Jesus Christ did not
feel that they had any right to go
out and preach their views about doo
trine,tneir ideas about salvation, but
they went out as ambassadors of the
Lord Jesus Christ having authority
from Him to preach the gospel
which He delivered to them and no
other, and the Apostle Paul went
so far as to say, ' Though we, or an
aacel, from heaven,- - preach any
other: gospel unto you than that
wnicn we nave preached unto you.
let him be accursed.4' And John.the
beloved and loving disciple, wfto
talked so much about love and char

and abide th : not In the doctrine of
Christ hath not God, He that
abkleth in the doctrine of Christ he
hath both the Father and the Bon.
If there come any unto you and
bring not this doctrine, receive him
not into your house, neither bid
bim Godspeed. For he that bid
deth him God vpeed is partaker of
his evil deed-.- Tbe servants of God
who have been called at various
times from the beginning to preach
the word of the Lord to the inhabit-
ants of the earth have always come
with the word of the Lord; not their
own ideas, not with their peculiar
notions about doctrine, but theycame to brings a meraage ' from the
Almighty and they delivered ft
with authority. Kvery word thev
spoke under the inspiration of the
Holy spirit was the word of uoi to
the people and was binding
upon them, for those men were the
representatives of God upon the
earth so far as their teachings were
concerned. "Holy men of God spake
an they were moved upon by the
Holy Ghost,'; and that which they
said under the influence of that spi-
rit was the word of God to the peo-
ple to whom it came. Hut for hun-
dreds of years the eople of the earth
have been, taught the doctrines of
men. They have been ''teaching
for doctrines the commandments of
men," Just as we read in the scrip
tures they would do; and in conse-
quence of this the eopIe have be-

come divided, sects have multiplied,
division has Increased, and the peo-
ple,

instead of obeying the voice of

the Lord and walking in His ways,
have the teachings of men and
have walked in the ways of men,
and therefore they have departed
from tbe Almighty. We say some-
times that God lias deparieJ from
the world. That U not exactly the
case; the world have gone away
from God; "they have heaped to
themselves eachers having Itching

The fact
that people are divWed In their b
lief In regard to religious principles
Is proof tnat the same spirit does not
rest upon them; they are guided by
diSerent Influences, therefore are
led, in different paths, There is to
be a time, according to the Scrip-
tures, when the people who believe
in God will all be brought into such
m cond i tionjtha t they will "see eye to
eve. ".There Is to be a time when all
people living upon the earth shall
know God, from the the least jsvento the greatest," and there will be
no need to contend about doctrine or
principle, but. all will understand

.alike, for "the earth shall be full, of
the! knowledge ol God aa the waters
fill the ' great deep." How is this
great change to be brought about?
At the present time people who pro-
fess to believe in God have a great
many different ideas concerning
Him.

among them; and so with, the Epis--
copallans, the Presbyterians and the
various. isms that are prevalent in
Chris tendomIf all these sects were
introduced into a Mahomedan coun
try, then Instead of the people being
brought to greater unity of tbe
faith. ! division would . be. estab
lished in . their ; midst they would
be tpUt: op t iato. sects Just iJlis
modern Christendom is to-da- y.

Those who do not profess to
believe that He was the immaculate
Bon of God believe He was a
great inspired Teacher, and what
He said was the word of life to the
inhabitants of the earth. Nlcode-
mus came to Jesus by night to en
quire about the way of life. "And
Jesus answered and said unto him.
veniy, verny, 1 say unto tnee. ex
cept a man be bora again he cannot

tne kingdom of God." NIcod
Caus did not quite understand what
was meant by being "bornj kgaln,'wHereupon Jesus runner explained
say ingMVerily, verliy, I -- say unto
tnee, except a msn be born of water
and of the spirit, he cannot enter in
to the kingdom of God." This was
the declaration of the Lord Jesus
Christ. There is no compromise
about it, no two ways about its. Here
is tne one way laid down bv the
Lord: No man can enter into the
kingdom of God except he has been
bora of the water and of the spirit.How are we to understand this! scrip-- ,
ture? We are to understand itI sup-
pose, just exactly as it was laid
down. Jesus was making, himself
plain to Nlcodemus. He told him
that except a man was borh 'aer dn
he could not tee the kingdom of God,
and when Nlcodemus inquired how-th- ls

could be, He further explained
that except a man was born of the
water and of the spirit he could not
enter into the kingdom of God.j

We are toid in the Scriptures that
Jesus was not only the Teacher, but
lie was the Great Exemplar. Jesus
"left us an example that we should
roiiow in ills steps." If this be the
case, Jesus must have been born of
the water and of the spirit, and if
we can find outfhow He was so born.
then we can find out how we must
be born of tne water and of the
spirit. We are told here in the New
Testament that when Jesus Christ
was about 30 years of age Ihe con
formed to the laws and customs of
the Jews among whom He resided).
before He went on His jnlnistry He
went to r John, tbe forerunner and
asked to. be baptised, but we read
that John, who knew the character
of Christ's mission,-said- . "I-hav- e

need to be baptised of Thee and com
es t Thou to me?"And "Jesus answer
ing said unto him, suffer it to be so
now; for thus it becometh us to ful
fil all righteousness.? Then he suf
fered him. And Jesus when he was
baptised went up straightway oh t of
tne water, ana 10: tne neavens were
opened unto Him, and;H- - saw' the
Spirit of God descending like a ilove
and Pghthtg-upo-

n hlmr And lo! a
voice from heaven, saying, This is
ray beloved Son, in whom Ji am
well pleased. Here is a 'pat- -
tern set by Jesus Christ for man
kind to follow. He knew it was ne
cessary for every one to be born of
water and or the spirit, andj He
went to John, a man who had au-

thority from God to baptise,- - fand
was immersed by him, or baptized
by him the words are of -- similar
meaning and tbe Spirit descended
and the Father witnessed that! He
was well pleased with this act.--

Now t you r will find, ir you fwiii
read the scriptures, that when Jesus
Christ sent His disciples to ail' the
world. He told them to "preach the
gospel to every creature. . He that
ielieveth and is baptized shall be
aveu: out ne tnac uenevem a not

shall be damned.'! Again "He says,

ttous, baptizing them in the name of
the Father, and of the Son, and of
the Holy Ghost.' Xf w read the
book called The Acts of the Apos
tles, we find that these instructions
were carried out to tne very letter.
Iu that great sermon preached by
Peter on the day of Pentecost,-whe- n

no mwy were brought to obedience
to the truth, when asked byj the
leople, "What shall we do?'jF Peter
-- aid-- unto - them. "Repeet-jand- i be
tiaptized every one of your hi thai
name of Jesus Christ for the remis-- s

on of sins and ye Bhall receive the
f t of the Holy Ghost." Firs t the

birth of tbe water, then the birth or
the Holy Ghost. This was the ex
ample of Christ, and this, .was.ho
the Apostles taugnt it.

tf von follow the Apostles Id all
their travels and teachings so far as
the history is given to us in the book
called Tbe Acts of the Apostlofli and
so far as laki down in the epistles
which tbey wrote to the churches
you will find that this was the pre- -

oratory gospel, tne gospei oi tne
kingdom. Fitst, "Believe on the
Lord Jesus Uhrlst." What snail we
do when we do believe?,' .; 'ltepent
and be baptized every one of you in
tbe name of Jesus unrist lor tne re-

mission of sins, and ye shall receive
the gift of the Holy Ghost.'? And
you will And further that after the
(teople were baptized, the Aposues
laid their hands upon them, and by
the administration of that Ordin
ance the Holy Ghost ' came upon
them. And this was uniform. It
was not one gospel in one country
and another in another; it was the
same gospel for all. Neither were there

number of baptisms for different
people in different parts,but one Lord,
one faith, one baptism; not pour
ing" in one part of the world and
"sprinkling" iu another, and the
"sign of the cross? for another No,
it was one baptism, being buried in
water after the likeness of - Christ's
death, and being-raise- d up out Of tbe
water in the likeness of His resur-
rection; brought forth from the
womb of the water into the element
of air in the likeness of the natural
birth, all done in the name ' of f the
Father, and of the Son. and of the
Holy Ghost, by men holding divine
authority. No man nad a right to
administer these ordinances !as he
pleased or according to romei fancy
within his own mind. A man must
be appointed to tbe ministry by the
voice of God ' through the living
oracles, or his ministrations are void
and of . non-effec- t. ..When (people
were baptized m this way tbey were
prepared to receive the birth of the
spirit, and when tbe Apostles hands
were laid upon them they received
the .Holy Ghost, they were- - horn of
tbe spirit, and the euecu were as 1
remarked at the beginning, no mat
ter what they previously belfeyed or
dfsbeilBveltexraallbrcsht to
the unitv of the faith. They be
lieved alike, they had similar Im
pressions, the same spirit rested
upon them, they were brethren and
sisters, tbey .were no . wcer aivioea
Ittfoelfa?. hot all 'were Inspired by
the aanrc lnflnt4,t
labor for the same ot ject and pur
pose. We End -- also that this spirit
develoned certain gifts among the

of carnal commandments. -

.But is this a scriptural doctrine?
It Is. In the loth chapter of I Co-

rinthians, 129 Ih verse, we find Paul
asks peculiar ouestion." He 'Is
talking about the resurrection of the
dead. The people in those days did
not "understand much about that
subject. He asks, "What shall Uiey
do which are baptized for the dead?
If the dead rise not at all. why are
they then baptized for the dead?"
From this It would seem that in the
early Christian church, the .living
were baptized for the dead. From
this we can understand what Paul
meant when, in writing to the He
brews concerning their departed ah--
cestorSjbe sal', ''God having provid
ed some better thing-- ror us, that
they without us should not be made
perfect." That ia the condition of
a great many of our forefathers,
they cannot be made perfect with
out us. There is no redemption for
the living or the dead except by the
true gospel or Jesus tJbrist. JNot the
gospel Of Wesley, Calvin, Luther, or
or any man, but the gospel or Jesus
Christ in Jts purity, as it cornea
down from Him for the salvation of
the human family. Without obedi-
ence to that gospel neither the liv-
ing nor the dead can be saved.

f take gieat pleasure In bearing
my testimony that I know the true
gospel has beeu restored to the
eartiuI know that the Apostleshlplms been sent down from heaven to
the earth again, and that tbe power
as well as the name of it i here.
Men have received authority from
the heavens to administer In all the
ordinances of God's house.

throne and to the peasant in his
cottage, to the presidents of repub-
lic, and In fact to all peoples on the
lace of the earth. All must hear
the f warning voice: Itepent of your
In, O ye inhabitants of the earth!

Turn' away from your corruptionswherewith you have defiled your-it-elv- es

and the earth on which you
dwell, or woe unto you, for I the
Lord God will cleanse the earth as
with the besom of destruction.' Ke-en-t,

from sin and a new heart shall
j e put into you.

. 1 have merely touched upon - this
subject, and my time will not allow
me to go further. But I wih U
I ear my testimony, to fhis congrega
tkm that the Lord has restored this
gospel ; I have spoken about. The
power of It is here; the ancient gifts
are here, and I know it, and hund-
reds and thousands that are occupy-
ing these valleys know i t. That Is

why we are Latter-da- y Saints; that
is why we are willing to be cast out
.and. despised of men; that is why we
cleave .to our faith; and 1 tell you
thiworki will roll on, no matter
what may-happe- or what opposi
tioo laaetnp against it, for this is
God's work. The kings of the earth
and the legislators of nations may
coutdieA together, they may lay their
plans and fulminate their decrees,
but,they cannot stop this' work In
which we are engaged. It will roll
enj j not j because - - we are so
Wii4,tfir jwf great--fo- ri God has

cross. "Lord remember me when
thou coin eat Into Thy kingdom;" he
cried.

Waa that in the presence of the
Father, in heaven; in glory?

spoken of in the parable of Lazarus.
Christ went to the spirit world and
the thief went with Him. It has a
place where the wicked pay "the ut-
termost farthing" for their sins in
tbe flesh. There Jesus went. No
longer trammelled by the laws that
govern the earth, no longer subject
to the bonds pf the flesh. ; This - is
the place that Pavid speaks of when
he Bays, "Lift upyour heads, O ye
gates; and be ye lifted up, ye ever-
lasting doors; and the King of Glory
shall come In." " Jesus is not now''
the babe of Bethlehem, He is not
now the despised of men, He is not
now bearing the sins of men upon!
the cross,' but He Is Jesus the
mighty, Jesus the conqueror. Jesus
the Son of God, ' ' Jesus the.
Prince, Jesus the pure, who knew no i

sin and oyer whom death had no
claim. He entered the abode of the
doomed. ; ... He proclaimed deliver-
ance to the captives. He preached
the gospel to the dead. He opened
the prison house and "led cantivitv
captive." ', He then came tack to
where nia body jay in tne tomb.The
guards fell back as though they were
dead men, when the angels with
the keys of the resurrection appear
ed at the door of the sepulchre. Tbe
great stone was rolled away and the
risen Christ came forth in his might.
He grasped the Keys or hell when
He entered the dark regions of
Hades. He grasped the keys ef
death when he came back triumph
ant and arose on-hig- to receive "all
power both on the earth and in the
neavens!"

Now this may be a different view
to that which has been entertained
for hundreds of years, but it is the
eternal truth of God, and as it was
with the disobedient in the days of
Noah so it will be with those of the
atterdays. It will be as we are

told In the 24 th Chapter of Isaiah,
where the. prophet in speaking of
the last, times says: ."And. it shall
come to pass in that day, that the
Lord ball punish the host of the
high ones that are on high, and the
king9 of the earth upon the earth.
And they shall be gathered together
as prisoner are gathered in the pit,ana shall be shut up In, the prison,
and after many days shall they be
visited." i',

Jesus Christ when He was upon
the earth made use of this remarka
ble lunguage: "He that belie veth on
me, the works that I do shall he do
also; and greater works'' than these
shall he do; because I go unto my
Father." ; It appears from this that
those who really believe- - .In Jesus.
hose who are really His disciples.

shall follow in His footsteps, do the
worts tnat ne perrormeu, follow in
the bame path tnat He trod, that by
and by they, may come up--. to ,hesame glory. ' So we learn from the
reveiauons or uou rnrougn the Pro-
phet Joseph S lith, that when the
servants of God depart from this
stage of action they follow the foot- -

teps or the illustrious captain of our
sftlyatlon,they preach deliverance to
tbe captives, tbey publish the gospel
of peace in the regions of the de
parted. Hosts of the Jews, hosts of
the heathen, and hosts of the
Christians have died to wake
up and find themselves in
the- - spirit world- - and not in
the glory they expected, because the
time to receive the glory and the
reward is not till after the judgmentAnd they will be offered in the
spirit those essential truths which
they could not learn - while In
flesh.

Is not this comforting to our
hearts? It is to mine. I had
thought over this many a time be
fore L understood thb principle, and
when this light came to me it filled
me with gladness: That all peoplewho ever dwelt ' on the earth will
have the privilege of hearing the
gospel of Christ; that God Is not so
narrow as sectarian preachers would
make Him; that He does not regarda few of His creatures only, but that
"His tender mercies are over all His
works," and that all rhail have an
opportunity of receiving or rejectingthe me ana of salvation and will stand
or fall thereby. ; ;.

Now, there is another questionthat will come up that I must say a
word or two about to make this doc-
trine plain. When people who de-

part from the earth without hearingthe gospel go into the spirit world,
and by and by a man of God comes
preaching the word of God and tbeyare willing to receive ir, can tbey be
born of water and of tbe spirit?. Is
baptism an ordinance that can be
attended to in the spirit world? I
thought, says one, that water was
an element or compound of elements
belonging to the earth. Well, ac-

cording to the revelations of this
great Prophet, Jceph Smith one of
the; greatest ' projtbets that . ever
breathed the breath of life, except-
ing, of course, tbe Lord Jesus Christ
