Second that hat Is obviously a sign-
board hangs over the door On the side-
toward Broadway the figures on the-
board aro completely blotted out by
time while on tile other side a dim pic-

ture of tire original Tom Holahan Is dis-

cernible sitting as though to receive
guests The other side once hoed
Tom with a mug of tile In his hand sit-

ting beneath a picture of General Jack
son In full uniform Tom was a Tam-
many Democrat and the whole was the
work of a young man named Whllley
known afterward as JUlIe Whltley
New Jersey who painted the pictures at
various sessions during which paints
were not the only liquids that entered
