O God, th' Eternal Father,
Who dwells amid the sky.

The Priesthood ot the Second Ward
officiated In blessing and dispensingthe Sacrament.

Elder James II. Moylc helug called
upon, addressed the congregation, stat-la- n

in the outlet that he" respondedto the call only from a strong sense ot
duty and not because ha considered
himself qualified to instruct or enter-
tain the people. Attributed the requestmade of hun to tbe fact that be bad
been absent from the Territory for
some time, not at a missionary, how-
ever, but as a student attending a col-
lege. He was proud of the fact, and
had not been ashamed to acknowledge
it while absent, that he was a Latter-da- y

Saint had been born one, iudeed,as his mother had before htm, and that
he had been reared in Utah. Such an
assertion made to people of the world
was likely to call forth exclamations of
surprise aud iucredulity, as he had
learned by experience; but he
had not personally been
or-sho- aDy disrespect because of It.
On the coutrary, he had been treated
with the utmost kindness and consid-
eration by his class-mat- es and others,
even alter his reLhtous status became
known to them; which, by the way,
tended more to lessen his ardor in re-

gard to religion than persecution could
have done. While he had found a strong
prejudice and feeling of opposition to-
wards the Saints and their religion and
persons ready to take issue with him
in argument in regard to certain prin-
ciples of our faith, they were generallj
respectful towards him and willing to
acknowledged when cornered that
the Saints had beau greativ
wronsred. The. hatred for the Saicts
and their religion was not o Intense
md unreasoning In more distant plac
is nearer by. He had found since
otnins' home that there were persons

in our midst who were continual
-- caking for pretexts to call down the
veigeance of the nation upon the
Saints. The action of the faints in
expressing their sorrow-ove- r departed
liberty in the appropriate manner In
Which thevdld on the Faurfh had been
made to serve as such a pretext . Much
of the railing against "Mormonlsm'
was for political effect. The Saints
w not the only people whose
motives had been mlacons-true-d

aud misrepresen'ed. Reform-
ers in various ages had been
served so. Socrates, one of tne
purest characters of whom we have
aoy record, who refused emolument
and spent his life in acquiring knowl-
edge and imparting It for the buneut
us others, and of whom Cicro said
he had brought down philosophy from
the heavens, was brought before the
court of Athens charged with corrupt
ing the youth. Paul declared that he
and his fellow desclpies were counted
of the offscouring of the earth, alar-ti- n

Luther and other religious reform-
ers were v ill Wed, persecuted and some
of them put to death because of their
efforts to benefit and enlighten their
fellows. Morse, the inventor of the
electric teJegrapn was regarded as a
lunatic because of the theory be in-

dulged in and subsequently developed
to the great .benefit ,ot the world.
John QulDcey Adams, was brought be-

fore Congress to be censored for de-

nouncing slavery, and now his memory
Is venerated by the posterity of tbe
Congressmen who censured htm.
It had taken about 100 years
tor great truths and their expo-acnts- o

be appreciated by the world,
j,nd tho Gospel as taught by the Saicts
seemed to be no exception to the rule.

He had heard It oredlcted whin a
boy that all tbe sacred provisions of the
Constitution wou d be violated In the

"Vort to crush ont "Mormonism.
Was reminded of it when he
heard Senator Hoar in mak-

ing a political speech declare that the
"Mormons" must be extirpated
law or no law, justice or no Justice,
and when his auditors applauded the
sentiment. The spectacle of men be
lng sent to prison for tbe conscientious
practice of their religion, in which no
one was wronged, was a further illus-
tration of it. The claim that religion
should be made to conform to men's
ever changing Ideas and feelings
sounds strangely inconsistent, coming
from men who pretend to believe In
the Bible. Persecution will never have
the effect of extinguishing the truth;nor will it crush out the love of liberty
aud respect for the Constitution from
the hearts of the Saints. The lires of
patriotism never burned with a more
ardent flame than when the liberty, the
lives the all of a people were de-

manded as a sacrifice.
Apostle John Henry Smith remarked

that If there was any one thing he en-

joyed more than another, it was liberty
the privilege of following the dic-

tates of his own conscience. Since his
return from his mission he had been
visiting among the different Stakes,
seeking to encourage the Saints. His
faith never was stronger than to-da- y.

Was confident that the efforts made to
hedge hp the way ol the Saints and
bring destruction upon them would
falj, and that the Lord would bring His
people off triumphant. It-- was
not pleasant to see men suffering im-

prisonment for conscience sake, but in
view of the predictions that had been
uttered he did not consider it a cause
for mourning. He had been taught.
and had proclaimed It to others that
the Saint would meet with continued
and Increasing opposition, and that
"tbe little stone cut out of the moun-
tain without hands" would excite the
jealousy and hatred of mankind, who
would be able to give no reason for
their feelings; and be had Seen tbe ful-
filment of that declaration. The Lord
had promised to soften the hearts of
the enemies of His people from time to
time, that His work might spread, and
this also had been done.

The principles of the Gospel were
alluded to by the speaker and that of
faith especially dwelt upon and illus-
trated by a reference to Morse, Edison
and others who had labored or were at
present engaged in the development of
science. In speaking of the principle
of present revelation, he said the God
who wrestled with Jacob, talked with
Abraham and Moses and made known
His will to other ancient worthies
could, and It was reasonable to sup-
pose that He would, reveal His will in
this age. He had found many people
willing to listen to the primary princi-
ples of the Gospel, but when the prin-
ciple of revelation was touched
upon they were ready to re-

ject all and even to deny or explain
away the Bible, upon which they
claimed to base their faith. Had
thought it strange that the world could
not-bellev- e In the divine mission of
Joseph Smith. His works ' amply

roved " his claims to inspiration,
uther, Wesley, Knox and all the other

reformers had failed to evolve from
the Scriptures and the intelligence
with which they were endowed a sys-
tem that, would compare in point of
perfection in organization and in the
harmony of its doctrines with that in-

augurated through this illiterate boy.
The superiority of the "Mormon"
Church over all others in these re-
spects had been admitted and pointed
to with, alarm, ia. the hails of
Congress. Joseph Smith conld
not nave accomplished what he did
without the aid of the Almighty. He
kuew-tb- at- Joseph Smith was a trua
Prophet and that tbe doctrines taught
by him were from God as well as he
knew that he lived: There was no need
of the Saints feeling uneasy or con-crT- jd

about the outcome of the work
with which, they were connected. The
Almighty was afele to take care of his
own wwrkr Good results1 would yet
