- Kansas City, March 15. The en-

gineers and firemen on the rest system
of the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fa
Company went out on a strike at i
o'clock this afternoon. The strike
created intense excitement and sur-

prise for the reason that the road has
not been hauliag Burlington freight.
Tnat the strike hts been ordered by
some - one in authority there is no
doubt, bat here the men profess to be
ignorant of the issuing of any such
orders and say they have quit beeause
they are "tired.": The first indication
of trouble was at half-pa- st 4 o'clock
this afternoon, when the Osage City ex-

press was scheduled to depart. Con-
ductor Murray gave the order to start
when Engineer Biggins quietly stepped
from the cab and refused to pull out.
At the same time that Higgins left his
engine at the Union Depot forty men
employed ia the Santa Fe freight yardsat Argentine quit work, all declaring
themselves "tired." Nothing positivecan be said as to the cause of the
strike. The men had a grievance a
month ago and had a conference with
the officials and were granted all they
asked for. A resolution adopted at a
grievance committee meeting at To-
peka, some days ago, threatened a
strike if the company accepted any
Burlington freight, bat it has been un-
derstood that the 8anta Fe was not
handling any boycotted freight what-
ever.

STRIKING FOR HIGHER WAGXS.

of the Inter-Sta- te Commerce slaw,
Caused by the uncontrolled competi
tion of the Canadian Pacific Railroad
In transit trade. He showed how the
shipping of this country Is protectedIn the carriage of domestic lrelghts,and contrasted with it the condition of
the American roads Which are unpro-
tected against Canadian competition
permitted Dy an article of the present

eatv with ureat Britain. Three Ca
nadian roads the Canadian Southern,
the Grand Trunk and the . Canadian
Pacific are the principal oppo
nents of the American system.
