Also
that the name of their church had
not, as some supposed, been taken
from the Free Church of Scotland;

having come out rrom the Church of
I tome, come out from paganism and
from under the diains of Popery and
priestcraft to the light of the blessed
goepeh He claimed that the foun-
ders of . his Church were wiser than
Rome who lived in I he 16th century,
who too threw oir The yoke or lio-- 1

nanism, they, like them, had made
no ; compromise wilh the mother
Church, they had forsaken her! in
toto; and lie felt no little chagrin to
he obliged to admit that there were
noma Protestant churches in;Ene
land and America who still retained
the "mark of the beast" its rituai- -

lm, which was nothing more
than Popery in disguise. Here
the speaker descanted on the
significance attached to the
word in. as part of the name of their
Church the Free Church in Italy

in contradistinction to the word of:
also on the rapid growth of the
movement. When they united in
Milan, some ten years ago, they
numbered some 23 .churches, manv
of whom were from obscure villages;now they number , 7. including 35
stations, regularly visited by pas
tors. At mas time they numbered
scarcely 400 members, now theynumber above 2,000; and some 1,000
Sabbath - school children. Those
converts, it must be remembered,
were from the Romish Church; and
tiie great majority or them had been
made during uie last year.
- After ; referring , to the; financial
condition or their organization, giv
Ing hia reasou for. traveling in the
interest of his Church and soliciting
material aki, the - two funds theyhave established for their own sop--
port, namely, the Organization fund,ana me wustenution fund the
former receipting for voluntary con
tributions, the latter a direct tax
upon its poorly paid ministers,
fauicr uavazzi then spoke of his
having to riirht creat battles to es
tablish their evaugelical school sys
tem, it being objected to by his for
eign brethren, on the grounds . that
there already existed, in , Italy! the
system of compulsory education.
and hence no need for them; but the
speaker could see that . in order to
perpetuate their churcli organization
it was necessary that these schools
be established, that it was folly in
the extreme to expect Christians as
the product of Roman Cathoiie
schools. After referring, to the suc
cess of his endeavors to establish an
evangelical school system in Italy,
saying mat to-u- ay there were no
leis than 16 schools connected with
their churches, with 1,800 pupils en-
rolled, boys and girls, two-third- s of
whom were children belonging , to
Roman Catholic parents, who
though Papists .. themselves, prefer
red to send their children to these
evangelical schools, where, he claim
ed, they could - be better taught in
mind and heart through Protestant
instruction, ne said: .

"I must stop here for a moment
to make a necessary digression.When my heart is gladdened . in
Italy at seeing Popish parents send
uieir ennuren to our .Evangelicalschools to better them,' my heart
was pained on coming to your couu
try in actually seeing Pro te tan t
parents , sending : theirrchildren to
Popish schools, and their daughtersto convene schools. (Shameful per
veision! Why is it, my friends.that
you. send your children Protestant
children to Popish schools? The
common answer fe. '.Because lhey
acquire superior attainments tinder
their tuition.' ' I do not believe 11!
