KXJUES, ROYAL B. YOUNQ

was calleAnd adressed the confrrega
tion. lie realized that no man could
know ; the things of God bat by the
Spirit of God, and no man could speak
iDtelllgently on the principles of troth
without the Spirit of truth. He was
satisfied of the fact that the Latter- -
day Saints were enraged in the work
of the Lord. He bad a ereat love fur
tboee wbo knew what be did regardingme laitn iney naa espoused, it was a
exeat tbin to believe in the Lord, but
to know HID was much greater it was
eternal me. The majority 01 the peo-
ple professing to be Christians were
without that knowledge. If there
were any of tms class anionic the JLat
lerday Saints It waatkelr own laulr.for
iney were promiaea a Knowledge ot tnc
truth it, they but obeyed Its requirements, it was a serious tmog lor a
mas to ko into some of the lancer cities
of this Christian nation and ear that
be believed or knew that Uod had
spoken from the heavens. A man was
ridiculed for making such a declara
tion, no matter, bow unquestioned bis
word miebt be m business affairs. The
speaker rejoiced in the record for hon
esty tne "Mormons" naa made.

Mor monism" was the doctrine ot
the Bible, and those who renounced it
must renounce the Bible. If one was
true the0ther was. "MormonUm" was
true Christianity, anil la cohformiBir
with its principles tne Lora naa given
the apeaker a testimony of its divinity.
aallle bad to the Latter-da- y Saints. The
declaration ot Buch a tact was con
eidered absurd by most of those who
professed Christianity, because they
did not believe in the Bible doctrine et
revelation. II the Bible contained toe
word of God. then the promises there
in would be reslized by those wbo
obeyed the conditions. There were
mint who had tne Bltde. oat who bad
not conformed their lives to its teach.
lnsrs. else they won la know of the doc
trine of Christ, and would not say that
revelation was done away, tiaa this
class of people Kept' the commands of
the Lord iney wonia nave received tbe
testimony promised by Him through
revelation.-Thee- e ideas were ridiculed
in the world, yet they were true. If a
man was ridiculed lor preacDintf what
Christ taugbt, tbe people,who ridiculed
him would treat In a like manner the
Master Himself.

vsrted from bis belief in plural mar
riage be most be converted from the
Bible. The Saints declared, and could
prove that those who believed in tbe
Bible must believe in a plurality of
wives. When people, or the nation,,
assail and denounce polygamy, they
assail and denounce the Bible. It is
impossible for a man to say truthfully
that be is a believer in the divinity of
the Bible and at the same time say he
does not believe in plural marriage.Tbe speaker bad been born and
reared la that order. He had
embraced it, and bad suffered
Imprisonment thsrefor for obey-
ing what he knew to be a law of
the tJospel of Christ. He would not
tor the, world blot out the memory that
his name was' enrolled among those
who refused to renounce their wives
and cast out their children.- - Now, if a
man associates with his wives, If he
worships God ia the same-buildin- he
is prosecuted by those who represent
the government. Those who seek to
persecute the Latter-da- y Saints are
shown, by the highest authority in tbe
nation, to be themselves transgressors
of tholaw.

Most of the accusations made against
the Mormons were false. The people
were not perfect, it was true, nor were
others. If tbe rule, let be that is
ruiltless cast tbe first stone were

be thrown
into tbe penitentiary. When In t 'js east
the speaker bad listened to a lecture
on the "Mormons," which was a
tissue of falsehood. The people at
large could hardly be blamed for having
erroneous ideas of tho "Mormons,"
considering the fact that they
ire.: - told all manner of ; false-
hoods. Tat - tbe "Mormons"
weukt compare lavorably wltmanyother community , ia all the Christian
virtues. There were some among them
who did wrong, but net a
greater proportion thanamoxg other
communities. Strangers came to Utah
with the most absurd Ideas regarding
the. Latter-da-y Saints. . They seemed
to believe every story that was . told
against them, especially from tbe pul- -

it, the most unreliable place to get
nformatlon concerning . the ' 'Mor-

mons" and tbe Gospel. If the "Mor
tnons" were barbarians, then did
Christ and the Bible teach

to. make men barbarians,frinclplas Saints-- believed In
tbe Lord Jesus, nnd put Ills teachings
Into practice. ''Many - of - those who
come to evangelize Utah . present any
thing bat a desirable example. Tne i
Saints knew there was nothing that the
professed Christians could offer them
thattwas better tnanjtbat which they al-

ready had. The "Moimoni" had notn-In- g
to gain by any cbange,for they knew

they bad tbe whole Gospel of Christ.
They regarded the Constitution as
having been given by inspiration. Some
men who are sent to Utah to ' enforce
the la w against tbe religions ' belief of
tab-- "Mormons," perterm the moat
cruel deeds,, make deselatj homes,
leave children without natural protect-
ors,- and deprive wives of their hoa-ban- ds.

-- Who coald looh'with respect
upon each an enforcement of law? It
was Inbuman, vindictive and cruel.
Men were cast into dungeons, hutr tbe
suffertBcsof their wives and children
was renter than that of these who were
ltnpritoaed. 'The burden ot the perse-
cution was falling on innocent women
and piottling children, I. .

While the apeaker was in prison bo
area treated wall bv : tha offl-ial- tt. ret it
was a most undesirable . place, illsw
many more would be required to euffer
he did not know, bnt the animate re-
sult would be v'etory lor - the Latter-da- y

Saints. Tbe issue was .not. with
them, but between the government and
tleAlmifhty. 'The speaker's prayer
was that God would grant . the saints
power to endure all that may come ; lot
lie has said that tbe outcome ol.
