BETTER EDUCATION.

SarT Lake City, Dec, 20, 1886.
Editor Deseret News:

Itis an axiom of the Gospel that no
person can be saved in |gnorance.
That an uncultivated person can re-4
ceive that salvation and exaltation in a
future state which the Scriptures teach
wiil be the reward of the righteous, is
an idea entirely irreconcilabie with the
religious beliel of the Laiter-day
Saints. Probably no rellﬁlous body on
earth is'as strenuous ia insisung that
the scquirement of intelligence and
mental and spiritual culture is neces-
sary to vation, as that Church.
Hence springs the d’eep anxiety of its
members to have their children edu-
cated. Itis a matter of profound re-
liglous convietion with them.
But there exists an intinitely im-
portant necessiwy of discriminating as
to the kind of learning that ought to
be imparted to the pupil. Much that is
taught under the popular educational
sy stems of lneda{ is unimportant and
sume of it is simply worthless, Again,
in some instances, the text books used
by the puplls teach that which is posi-
tively false, and in conflict with what
God bas revesled, and with what sci-
ence, rightly understood, confirms.
How to obviate the evils of Lha edu-
cational system at presenl in vogue
among our people; bow to separate
the good from the undesirable among
its studies and features; how to secure
that moral training which is so neces-
sary, as well as the intellectnal de-
velopment which is alone now being
accomplished, are grave problems for
the educators of our youth to solve.
The best means at present avallable
for golving them are school®# modeled
after the Brigham Youog Academy at
Provoe. The educational system
adopted in that institution bas, as one
of its basic principles, the ?roposmon
that & correct uncerstanding of the
Gospel of Jesus Christ embraces the
vist of all knowledge iu all the depart-
inents of science and human thought.
This proposition is true. A person
familiar with the teachings of the Gos-
pel, possesses a more or less defined
umiersunding of the fundamental
trutns of all the sciences. Detalls may
be lacking. Study may be required to
grasp the branches of & given sclence
ordepartment ofjfknowledge,or In order
tbat a satisfactory underamdlns of it
may be acquired, or a desirable degiee
of proficiency in it attained; buat the
foundstion is alreadﬁ in the possession
of the student who has first mas-
tered the principles of the Gospel.
He knows nothing of any conaflict be-
tween science and religion. In bis
mind there can be no such conflict. No
problems of science can disturb his
{aith, because the latter reaches to the
root from which science sprung, and
to heights to which it has never as-
cended. He can exﬂhln in principle,
if not 1n ddctail, all the phenomena
which the universe presents, and of
which science treats. Having an un-
derstanding cf the power, character-
istics and attributes of the Godhead,
he hxs a knowledge of the lawsand
principles by which the universe was
created, I8 sustained, and (w8 phenom-
«na are produced.
