Mr. Capri tcitlfled that on Hunday,

February li,n numUrof Italian wcro
aemblisl at Hmlth' axlnon; that
Georgo Jouer, n check welglimxu, wa
knocketl down by some of the dagov.
The defendant wero burly 'all there
and made a null with Jones Into tlio
comer, where tliey cngsged In a

fight. Three or four of tlio
Italian wen knocked down ly
men present who took Iho pirt
of Jours. Tho Italians then
provided lliuintelvca with club..
Idlllanl cue and chair and continued
the tight. Thodaoi left tho building
nud went to tlio hillside, prucumj guns
and began firing from th brush alwut
fifty yards from tliu saloon, which they
peppered wltli shot and bullet. Tlio
boys In tin saloon wero unarmed, but
procured five rovolvorsnnd returned
the volley, Thndsgos ru.hed into a
creek and began flrlnj from there. The
mirshal waa then findaud cunaglven
to tho cltluru, who eiicceuled lu still-
ing tho rioter.

Ou the wltnors
ttateil that the flrtt shot tliat waa fired
after tho llillxn ha the eiloflu tra
lone by himself to Intimidate tlinnso
they would not return.

John Haniuel. testified toaeelngall
the defeudsud at the saloon excei.t
four, which hu wa not turn about.
There weru nlue or ten Italian la the
row who are not before thonouit. Ho
gave ou accouut of the right, In which
ho lloored threo dago nud received
Mm. vigorous blow himself with flats
and chairs. Iiorento then tald: "Gun,
gun; git a gun;" and the Itallana
nude a rush for their huts and began
llrlngfrom tho hill tlje. The witness
produced a bullet which had been cut
from the building hear tliu barn.

The tcellruony of other wltne-e- a

went to show that tho Indian liegan a
row with the Americans, tliroughsome
difficulty they had had with Ihe check
weigh man, whom they objected to In
his position; that Jonea was struck
lo tlio floor by Jieronto, dragged
to tho back nf tho saloon, nherojack
Hauiuels and four other came to aslt
In squolchlng the rioter; that a free
fight look place between five Ameil-ca-

aud twenty Italians resulting In
an cipuUlon of tho latter from tho
aloon. who Immediately set out to

their houses, armed themselves and
poured a volley of bullet, upon tho
saloon. The lire wa returned by tho
American, but no damage doue on
cither ld by the bullet.
