They tire a most valuable crop
U prepare the land for ajiy small fxraiu,
ami a bushel is worth at least tw
bushels of our spongy ami unreliable

f4r fattening purposes. Teas
finmnd int4 ineil, and mixed
with cot hay or luccrn leaves,
makes excellent food for .horses
ami horned utock. Well soaked peas,
feil ichi'lt to swine, fatten them won-
derfully fast.

The labor bcst4we4t upon raisingone bushel of corn will produce, at
least, two bushels of peas, ami while
corn impoverishes the soil, peas en rich
it. l'eaviues als4 tuake as good prov-
ender, if seasonably cut ami properly
cnrcil, as corn foilder. (.Torn must
have rich soil aud almost constant cul-
ture to do well, white peas will 4I0 wed
4n light soil auj require, but
little manipulation. The Harvesting,
too, is very much cheaper, and the af-

ter care of fodder ami grain much
easier, l'eaviues are handle.! yitli
Ihe fork, ami when fed, like hay,
readily assimilate with other fertiliz-
ing agencies, while corn fothler is gen-
erally carried in the arms ami the
stalks never make gooil manure. Teas
