The full power of
its expansive and progressive influ-
cence cannot be reached uwntil wars
cease, wrinics are disbanded and Intur-
nati-val dispotes are settled by luwial
tribuoals and the principies of justice.
Theun the people of e\'cr{ pation, se-
cure from iovasion and frc¢e frowm the
burden and menace eof great arma-
ments, can calmly and dispassionately
promote their own happiness and
prospecity.”

The speaker then reviewed the pro-
gress of the Nation, dwelling at length
on the aid the French nation had given
durog the revolution. e gave abriel
blographical sketch of Lafayeite, of
bis resolve to aid the coionivs iu thelr
stroggles against Great Britain and el
the vbstacles which be overcame in
order to make the leuder of his ser-
vices to Wasbington.
