Weather Crop Bulletin.
Washington, July 17. Following

is the weather crop bulletins of the
signal office for the week ending July
16th: ,

During tbe week ending July 16th,
1887, tbe weather has been warmer than
usual, except in the Gulf States, north-
ern New England and on the Pacific
coast, the average dry excess ranging
three to eight degrees from the middle
Atlantic States westward- to the
Rocky Mountains. It has been slightly
cooler than usual in tbe cotton region
and on the Pacific coast, the daily av-err-

beiDg three to five degrees below
tbe normal .

It has been slightly cooler
than usual on the Atlantic coast and
from Lake Superior westward to the
Pacific coast during the week. There
has been a deficiency in the rainfall
generally throughout the agricultural
districts east of the Rocky Mountains
except in Missouri, northern Wiscon-
sin, Colorado and Dakota, where slightexcesses are reported.

The large season of deficiency in
rainfalls previously reported in the
upper Mississippi and lower Missouri
valleys has still been farther decreased
during tbe past week and It now
ranges from five to ten inches.
In Illinois and Iowa local
showers fell in sections of the corn
belt, but not over the entire area, and
the rainfall was not in sufficient quan-
tity. Tbe weather has. been favorable
for the harvesting of wheat, which has
been generally completed, except in

ing the past week. Crops and vege-
tation of all kinds are looking remark
ably well. Owing to late heavy rains
farmers all over the country report
flattering prospects.
