RIvas came back and sent word to
Lzta that he would organize
the Gnjutcpeqtie Indians into
an arn.v to assist him In his
war against Guatemala. Ezeta,
never suserting treachery from
RIvas, assented, and the latter
armed and tqulpped 0000 men. Sub-
sequently Ezeta learned that RIvas
contemplated a move on the capita),
and ordered General Antonio Ezeta,
his brother, the hero of eleven bat-
tles Ith Guatemalans, to i.Uce aule
generals In command of the arm) of
oc upation and with 2OI0 veterans
return toStlvadorian soil and follow
RIvas' Indian army.

THIS MOVEMENT

was executed by forced marches.
Before the younger Ezeta reached
the city of San Salvador Itivas
made hisatlack. Then Ezeta came
up and the battle began. RIvas made
fourteen attacks on the President's
palace In San Salvador, but w as

each time. His Indians at-
tempted to loot the town, anil did
pillage many stores. General Ezeta
finally forced RIvis to leave the
clly and he retreated to Santa
Tecla, a town on the highway
between this city and the capital
Hero Riva fortified himself, and
when Ezeta came up with him his
surrender was demanded. Itivas
refuse! to capitulate and onu of the
hottest and most desperate battles
tought during tlie present Central
American war followed. Forforty-elg-

hours without cessation the
conflict was carried on with varied
successes by both armies. BIdflowed like water, the Indians
flghtlnz more like demons thanmen. When they lost their rifles
their favorite weapons the knifewas ued with deadly cflect. Attimes the fighting was so beat-- d
that they osed clubs.

THE IM)IAS
were mown down by the deadly
rain of lead from Lzcta's army,
which nver wavered fromltsdnty,
IU ranks, as thty thinned, closing
up with clock-lik- e precision. Street
after street was taken. Tlie fighting
at nisht was severe, the Indians
preferring this method of warfare
rather than to fight by day.

At last RIvas was shot through the
back and fell dead In his tracks, and
the Indians becamcdemorallzedand
were scattered by l.zeta's veterans
like chaff before w ind.

With the conclusion of tills san-

guinary conflict the body of Rlvas
was publicly exposed In the place
of battle, but rraa torn and Indig-
nities heaped ipohitas it warning
to other traitors. If Ezeta had been
defeated there would have been no
hope of a continuation of the
victories over Guatemala, but
witli hU success It is believed
that Guatemala will be worsted.
