ton moved an awmendment, that
while willing to consider the mea-
sure enabling the Queen to make
an addition to hertitles, the House
considers it inexpedient to impair
the dignity of the Crown b? the as-
sumption of the title of. Empress.
The Marquis supported his motion
in ‘a speech, counciliatory in tone.
He said he offered the amendment
with reluctance;! he admitted that
it was impossible for. the Govern-
ment to feresese the opposition
which the measure had provoked,
and he challenged the Government
to show any good reason why he
title of Empress was preferable to
that of Queen, He repeated thear-
gument that the bill was a slight to
the other colonies.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer
defendea the title of Empress as
acourately rep esenting the rela-
tions of the Queen te India. The
debate lasted seven hours, and was
excited and nerimonious. Bir Wil-
Ham Harcourt and Forster and Duff
opposed the bill; Roebuck and
Lord Elcho su ted it. Finall
the Marquisof Hartington’s amend-
ment was rejected, and the motion
for going into committee on the
bill was adopted.

Queen Victoria’s Journey—-Damage
by the recent Storm—Great Safler-
fng ou the Comntinent — Terrible
Sullering at Sea.

A Berlin special says that a pri-
vate villa has been eugaged for
Queen Victoria, at Baden Baden
during her .o]ionrn there; she will
travel incognite. It is stated that
she will assume the title of Coun-
tess of Rosenau, after the -late
Prince eonsort’s favorite resortin
Thuringia. Itis mot expected that
she will stay at Baden Baden long-
er than & week, after which it is
understood she will proceed to Co-
burg, and spend_an equal time at
the gourt of her brother-in-law, the
reigning Duke., The Empress Au-
guata wishes to meet Queen Vie-
toria at Coburg. The Crown Prines
and Princess of Germany will also
meet her there. The Emperor
Willlam proposes to visit her at
Baden eil. Quéen Victoria has
particularly uested that no offi-
cial . reception be extended to her
anywhere on the journey.
