Bills Introduced and Political Proa-pecla- .

Washington, 10. The unex
pected present activity of the
House committee on appropriations
Is eaid to be the reeuit of an im-
portant conference; between the
democratic members and Speaker
lltnd all, sought by the latter.
The Speaker told the committee he
was satisued from the drift of sen-
timent among the members there
would be no general tarlfl or finan-
cial legislation at this session, and
if the committee prepared their
work promptly, there would be no
good reason why Congress should
not adjourn by the 1st of May next
lie remarked also that any unne- -

cessary prolongation of the session
would- - of course be. charged up
against the dominant party, and
this committee should do its best to
avert any such occurrence. The
committee coincided with' the
Speaker and decided that they
would try to get three of the regu-
lar appropriation bills through the
House before the holiday recess.
It was at first agreed to report the
marshal's deficiency bill, but in
view ef well founded statements
that the republicans intended to
make it a topic for some debate, it
was thought best to keep It back
till after the holidays rather than
delay other measures by political
discueeion. The temper of the ma
jority of the committee now is to
report tne army appropriation bill
with the same restrictive clauses
that President Hayes approved last
year in regard to the use of troops
at the poll?; but it ia not probable
that any riders will be attached to
the other appropriation bills. . An
attempt doubtless will be maio to
pass last year'd riders as, separate
measures, which of course, the
President will again veto. ;

Senator Edmunds to-d- ay intro-
duced a carefully prepared bill of
much importance to the States of
Nevada and Colorado, and Territo
ries of Arizona, New Mexico, Wy-
oming and Utah, providing for the
settlement of all Spanish or Mexi-
can land claims within their boun-
daries. The bill was referred to the
private lands claim committee, of
which Jdmunds is chairman ana
will urge its speedy passage. It
requires under penalty of forfeiture
of all rights, that every such claim
not heretofore confirmed by act of
Congress, or otherwise finally dis
posed of, shall be presented within
three years from the enactment of
this bill by petition in writing to
the Judge of the United States
District Court for the Judicial dis--
tiict in which the lands are situat
ed, and the proper court shall there-
upon adjudicate them In accord-
ance with elaborately stated provi-
sions, which are substantially as
tho?e enacted lor tne adjudicatingclaims within, the
boundaries of California. The bill
allows appeal to the United States
Supreme Court from Federal courts
in Nevada or Colorado, and to the
Supreme courts of the Territories,
and thence to the United States
Supreme Court in all other cases.

The democratic senatorial caucus
this afternoon adopted the Thur-ma- u

committee's report on the dis-
tribution of Senate patronage, with
perfect "harmony.
