I who have thus entered into covenant

at lo a very great extrnt. here
is no comparison between tne love that
exist between the people of the world

Saints. Ol cournr, there love
amoiif mankind, bnause tne hpirit ol
God it with the children ol the Father
who dwell on the earth, and according
to their lives so is the portion ol the
spirit that thev receive. Jlut it is not
tne same wonderlul, love
that the Latter-da- Saints have receiv-
ed. It docs not go to in- - i.ime extent;
it is Hcarcciy ol the fame character.
But Gud h is bestowed this love upon us
and lua tilled our heart with it. He has
made our lives pleasurable. It is a de
lignt to live 10 this age and to take part
in this work. Whoever has tasted this
spirit and retains it desires to live and
to have his existence erpeiuuied, in
order that he may contribute to the
glorious consummation that is t i be
a hicved on the earth by the power ot
God.

God having bestowed these blessings
upon us, how thankful wo should be
Unit we live m an age like the present,
when thee wondeilul things are being
brought to pass. You would think thai
mankind, seeing such wonderlul power
revealed and in operation, would turn
their attention to U and would not rent
siilifthcd until they comprehended what
it is that is working hi this manner
among this people uud accomplishing
audi grand results. But, wonderlul to
state, the world lojk on aud see all
this, and yet they are blind to It and
cannot perceive the power ol God in it.
They shut their eyes to it apparently;
or, rathar, they never had them opened
to perceive the wonderlul character of
the great work God la doing. But the
humtde, the meek and the lowly, those

have their eyes opened and they have
their hearts prepared, so that they per.
ceive that it is irotn God. They have a
testimony Irom (jod that it is true, and
that He is performing a great work
a work that He has predicted through
the mouths ol the holy prophets ahomU
be aiconipli-died- lUv.. g thehe testi-
monies, how faithful a people we should
bcl How we aliould aeek to be pure
in our thoughts, our words, and in
our arts, so that we should not grieve
this Holy Spirit, but that we mould
cherish it aud have it grow within us
until we shall be tilled Willi it.

We cannot commit sm and retain this
Spirit. That is an impossibility. Apos-
tles have tried it; others who were men
ol God have tried it; but they have
signally lai:cd. They could not reUiu
tiie Spuit ol God aud at the same time
commit hiii. We have ihu evidence
brought home to us by the experience
ol upwards ol yeaia that
God's word in this respect is true. No
nun can hope to enjoy the lavoraud
I'ltsttng of God who comuiiu sin and
does not repent ol it. And it will ue so
unto the end ol time. There are two
things that are irreconcilable am aud
the .virit f God. The Spirit ol God
will not tolerate sin. Tueraiore, il we
hope to escape darkneag und aposlany,
we must retrain Irom am. Ol course,
every human being is a sinner. No
man or woman ever lived on tins earth,
excepting the Sou ol God, who was not
a sinner. Tne Presidency ol tins
Church, the Twelve Apostles, and all
the prophets that ever lived upon this
earlli are and have been sinneia. It it
one ol tne contcqucnces ot the fall.
We are subject to am aud temptation.
But while tins is the case, it is die
privilege ul every human being to live
uu that his sins will be forgiven and not
be held against him. It anuuld be the
aim of all who desire to live in Hie en-

joyment ol the Spirit of God to try aud
retain that Spirit its fulness; lor when
the Holy Ghost is with us, then God is
with us; and when we aie in the fellow-

ship ol the Holy Ghost we are in tho
fellowship ot ttie Father and the Sou.
While say we are md tiers, believe It
is possible for us to live so as to have
no sin held against us. We should have
the spint ol repentance cansuntly in
our hearts. Our hearts should be
touched and sullcnrd by it, so that we
will be mellow-- under its influence,
and that we thall have such a horror ol
sin and such a desire for righteuusue:.s
that when we become conscious that we
have thought, or said, or done any.
thing conliary to the mind and will ol
God, we will instantly bow down and
acknowledge our hina before the Lord
and repent ul tnun with all our hearts
and outain forgiveness lor them ll
wc sin against each other or olleud
each other, we should have the aauie
disposition to go and ask forgiveness,
that our brethren aud sisters may atiil
extend their fellowship to us. olteu
think of the remark ol the Savior,

Take herd Uiat ya nut 011c of Uiee
Mile uaes; sav unto you, That in heaven thru
mitiel do always IWioltt Iho Uc uf my
wlni.li U la heaven."

We may be careless about the feeling

of our brethren and sisters; we may
grieve the and think it is a matter of
no consequence, beet use they are ub
"cure, ll we hurt the nt a
Bxhnp, or an Apostle, or a nun man
holding high position, we may fcl under
ohliKiioti to in ike it right with such a
man; but we may be indifferent to men
who are objure and appirentlv insig-
nificant. Now, whoever indulges in
tins leellng and spirit makes a great
mistake. 1 tell you, in the language ol
the Savior, he angels ol even the most
obscure among the children of God are
constantly before the l ather, or have
access to Him; and we cannot ohVnd
one another, we cannot grieve one

we cannot trarn.de upon one
another's rights or injure one another's
feeling-- the lcat decree, without
grieving the Spirit ol GoJ and placing
ourselves tn a position where we nerd
to repent and confess our wrongdoing
to that individual.

We should also be careful about this
in our families. would ti it otttmd one
ol my little children; would not grieve
him or tresspass upon turn without
asking forgiveness. have nrvrr done
it Intentionally; but tl hve happened
to do something of that kind, I would
ask that child's lorgiveness as carefully
as it were a grown man or womn.
And io with the humblest ol my
brethren and sisters. I feel am
under obligation to ask furgivenens
when I hurt anyone's feelings. 1 do nrt
know that do so intentionally, hut it
should happen todo so unintentionally,
it would be my duty to a'k lorgivn.e s,
so that soul would not bo Rrirved or
ollended. I led th.it this h the way

should live with their wives, and
w ves with their husb.mds. and children
wiiu their parents. We should cultivate
this feeling ol rcspe- t nnd love lor ech
other, and take a course to build each
other up, and to footer that (f
lve that is so precious and which G ul
in His mercy hss given to u. B we do
this, wc on make our hornet heaven on
earth. We will have heaven in our o.vi
bosoms and our own lia'mati ms; and
our children will grow up under its in-
tluence, and the ellrct of it wi be
in the cirdi m rim h wo move. The
example that we set will have the etfet
lo siiifduc others and t'i disarm t!,e n,
and it will cnqu-rtha- t foeli.ig of hutted

land animosity nnd strne that Satan is
seeking to engender iu the mi.M ol tie
Saints as w ell as in the w orld.

(iod has gathered us out, n y brethren
nnd sister, fiom the nations ol the
earth to t a great revo'ntmn in the
earth. If any of you think that all we
have to do is to join the Church and
come anil live here Just like our lathers
and mothers lived, and be the same kind
ol people as were our laiheis and
mothers live with the same traditions,
the same narrowness of view, and the
same want of progress then the e.atln

has been ol little benefit to tit. The
spirit of gathering has been given to us
tor a purpose tint merely to co ne here
and live according to our o!d habds and
ways, but to make us a new penp c; to
take away our old hearts of stone and
give us hearts of llesn; take away the
darkness that has enshrouded us and
gite unto u the liht of truth, and to
make us an entirely d tlerent people,
God intern r to accomplish through os
a great work In the e.irth, and it should
be the aim of every individual who loins
this Church lo contribute his or her
part to this great change I hut the Lord
is working out, and to hold hunsell aud
hers el! readiness to carry out the
compels and instructions ol the Spirit
of Go I. We should all open our hearts
to receive the teachings of the Spirit,
and not be content without we have
them. We should nut be content to p ivs
along like other people; hut we should
seek constantly to have more aud more
of the light ol truth in our hearts and to
have a broader comprehension of the
character and purpose ol this work that
God has established.
